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E During Advent we have been celebrating our emptiness. I suppose this sounds 
odd, and yet give it a thought.

If we were completely filled up we would have no room to let anyone or any-
thing in. We would be like a clump of mud or a great thick mountain. Nice to look 
at, maybe, but not so good at conversation.

Somewhere in scripture the people ask God to take their hearts of stone and 
make them into hearts of flesh. In Advent we have been asking especially for that. 
A time to become aware of and then thank God for the spacious emptiness that a 
human heart has within it. Hearts of flesh, not stone.

But increasing emptiness and increasing darkness can be frightening. Here in 
the Northern hemisphere the dark spreads out its kingdom every day as Christmas 
comes nearer. We see less by natural light, and our body systems have to readjust.

True confession time: I used to be resentful as the daylight hours became 
shorter and shorter—and especially when “daylight savings time” was rescinded and 
the dark settled in an hour sooner in the afternoon. It was dark well before I left 
the office. How depressing.

But finally, a few years ago, I saw the wisdom of the deprivation and darkness. 
Increased dark allows human beings to hunker down inside their shelter, cozy and 
patient, waiting for the light to come back. It helps us reflect upon ourselves.

Such small creatures within so vast a night.

God says as much to Bethlehem in the First Reading, “You are so tiny! You are 
not even counted among the clans of Judah. You are empty of big ideas, power, 
royalty and influence. How can you be sufficient to bring forth a ruler of Jerusa-
lem?”

But light came from the darkness, the large from the small. King David already 
had been born in Bethlehem, centuries before (see I Samuel: 17:12). And of 
course, Jesus was to be born in the same town. A dark, empty wide place in the 
road producing kings?

Yes. And in the same way, our darkness and our emptiness are where Jesus is 
to be born on Christmas. The places in you that are gloomy, angry, or jealous, 
these are your darkness. The friends who leave you behind, who have a high, fam-
ily time while you are so alone, this murkiness is where the child is to be born.

Watch Mary hasten to her cousin’s house, a long trip, on foot, over dirt and 
sand and rocks, under the hot, hot sun (Gospel). She does not have to be coddled 
and fancy in order to have wide space within herself. She does not spend even a 
second worrying whether the way is too hard. Her mind is on the light that will 
shine within her, and everything else is in second place.

Let your emptiness speak humbly within you. For a minute or two quit trying so 
hard to make everything alright. Let go and let God. That way you will get to know 
the one whose “origins are old” (First Reading). You might even, with loving re-
spect, let him take up his home in you. He can make himself whatever size is 
needed.

Try it for Christmas. And for heaven’s sake, stop worrying.

Our Winter Pasch
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The heart of our faith is the passion, death and resurrection of Jesus, and the fact that what 
happened to Jesus is our destiny, too. We, too, in various ways and over time, will suffer, die and be 
raised up — all in the arms of a God who loves us. This is what we call the paschal mystery. We 
celebrate the paschal mystery every Sunday, and in a most important way once a year, in spring around 
the time of the Jewish Passover, when we baptize, confirm and welcome to the eucharist new believers 
at Easter. But did you know that even as we celebrate Jesus’ birth in the flesh, we are in fact celebrating 
the paschal mystery? Have you ever noticed how Christmas is actually a second Easter, our winter 
Passover?

There are hints all over the gospel accounts of Jesus’ birth. When the baby is born, he is 
wrapped in swaddling clothes; when the man dies, he is wrapped in a shroud. The newborn is laid in the 
manger, the feeding trough of animals. The man grows up to teach us, “I am the bread of life. If you 
eat of my flesh and drink of my blood, you will live forever.” Angels herald his birth, and angels 
announce his resurrection to the three women. A star shines over the baby in the manger; the sun hides 
its face as the man hangs on the cross. And perhaps most ominously of all, the magi — those 
mysterious strangers — bring gifts that seem sentimental and sweet to us today: gold, frankincense and 
myrrh. But when this story would have first been told, the original hearers might have been puzzled or 
even horrified, for these were things people brought to a deathbed: gold coins to put in the mouth (as a 
sign of paying for the soul to take the ferry across the river of death), frankincense to burn (to cover the 
odors, and as a sign of the soul ascending), and myrrh to embalm. (Recall that the three women come 
to the tomb on Easter morning with a mixture of myrrh and aloes.)

And if there wasn’t enough blood in the childbirth, recall that after Jesus is born, the Holy 
Family must flee into exile in Egypt to escape Herod, who slaughters in cold blood all the innocent baby 
boys of Bethlehem. As an adult, Jesus will right this wrong by shedding his blood on the cross for us all. 
But note that to protect Jesus, Mary and Joseph take him into Egypt, just as their ancestors had fled 
there centuries before to escape starvation and find the other Joseph, the son of Jacob. So Jesus ends 
up living as a refugee and an exile, just as his people had done. And just as they had crossed the River 
Jordan to enter the promised land after the first Passover, the adult Jesus is baptized in that same river 
as he begins his ministry that reaches its high point at Passover.

So Merry Christmas — and Happy Easter, too. Glory in heaven and peace on earth, now and forever!

resist those who seek to subject the 
Church to their power, even if they are 
those to whom on other grounds we 
owe service. In St. Thomas of Canter-
bury the Church celebrates one of her 
great bishops; by applying to him the 
Gospel of the Good Shepherd she ven-
erates in him the true pastor of Christ's 
flock who gave his life for his sheep.

door; Thomas opened it himself with 
these words: The house of God may not 
be defended like a fortress. I gladly 
face death for the Church of God. Then 
to the soldiers: I command it in the 
Name of God: No 
harm may be done to 
any of mine. There-
upon he cast himself 
on his knees, com-
mended his flock and 
himself to God, to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary, to 
St. Denis and other 
holy patrons of his 
church, and with the 
same heroic courage 
with which he had 
withstood the king's 
laws, he bowed his 
holy head to the sacri-
legious sword on De-
cember 29, 1170."

With all the 
strength that is given 
us for the defense of 
God's rights, we must 

Thomas Becket was born in 1118 of a 
merchant family. He studied in London 
and Paris, entered the service of 
Archbishop Theobald of Canterbury, be-
came Lord Chancellor under King Henry II 
in 1155, and in 1162 Archbishop of Can-
terbury. Till then a submissive courtier, 
he now initiated a fearless struggle 
against the king for the freedom of the 
Church and the inviolability of ecclesiasti-
cal property, occasioning his imprison-
ment, exile, and finally martyrdom 
(December 29, 1170). Canonization came 
quickly (1173); in 1539 King Henry VIII 
ordered his remains burned.

Formerly the Breviary included this 
summary of the saint's last days: 
"Calumniators informed the king that the 
bishop was agitating against him and the 
peace of the realm; and the king retorted 
that with one such priest he could not live 
in peace. Hearing the royal displeasure, 
several godless courtiers agreed to do 
their sovereign a favor by assassinating 
Thomas. Secretly they traveled to Canter-
bury and fell upon the bishop while he 
was attending Vespers. His priests rushed 
to his aid and tried to bar the church

Scriptures for the Week
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We 
don’t have 
a birth cer-
tificate for 
Jesus. In 
fact, the 
gospels are 
silent as to 
the date of 
Christ’s 
birth. The 
two gospels 
that do 
speak 
about the 

year contradict each other. Mat-
thew 2:1 states that Jesus was 
born “in the days of King Herod,” 
who died in March or April of the 
year that we would call 4 BC. Luke 
2:2 states that Jesus was born 
when Quirinius was governor of 
Syria, that is, not until the year 
that we would call 6 AD. So we 
don’t know scientifically the year of 
the Savior’s birth.

What about the date—
December 25? It’s possible that 
this is Jesus’ birthday. We know 
that some churches kept December 
25 as the solemn feast of the nativ-
ity very early on. Maybe they knew 
something that we don’t. Some 
think that there are other reasons 
why December 25 has been kept as 
Jesus’ birthday at least since the 
year 336.

Some scholars think that 
Christians began celebrating the 
birth of Christ on December 25 be-
cause it was the pagan feast of the 
Unconquered Sun, proclaimed by 
the Roman emperor in the year 
274. According to the calendar at 
the time, December 25 would have 
been the winter solstice, the short-
est day of the year, when hours of 
sunlight stop “shrinking.” 
(December 21 is the solstice on 
modern calendars.) Since Chris-
tians knew that Jesus was truly the 

Unconquered Sun of Justice, what bet-
ter day to feast his birth in the flesh?

Another group of scholars think 
that the early Christians thought: “The 
gospels say nothing of Christ’s birth-
day, but John the Baptist, as usual, 
points to the truth. He says ‘Christ 
must increase, but I must decrease.’ 
(John 3:30) Now we can figure out 
Jesus’ birthday!” John the Baptist was 
hinting that his birthday was the sum-
mer solstice—the longest and brightest 
day of the year—June 25 on the old 
calendar. (In fact, we still celebrate 
the birth of the Baptist on June 24!) 
After all, John is the brightest and 
strongest of the prophets to foretell 
Christ’s coming. So this means that 
John would have been conceived on 
September 25. Being a holy saint, he 
would have been in Elizabeth’s womb 
for exactly nine months. Luke 1:26 
tells us that John was conceived six 
months prior to Jesus. So Jesus was 
conceived on March 25. Being the Son 
of God, Christ is the perfect human 
being, so of course he was in Mary’s 
womb exactly nine months, and thus 
born on December 25.

Sadly, there are still those to-
day who won’t believe that Jesus even 
existed until they see some kind of 
birth certificate. But we who are bap-
tized are open to other ways of know-
ing truths bigger than official docu-
ments and laboratory-evidence can 
tell. We learn in our liturgy to sense 
divine action in human history. We 
know that we can trust our church cal-
endar, waiting in Advent, rejoicing at 
Christmas, joyfully celebrating God in 
the flesh—our flesh—born into our 
world, redeeming even our calendars, 
giving us holidays to cherish. Today is 
born our Savior, Christ the Lord!

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Gift-giving at Christmas is meant to be an expression of our joy and exuberance 
over the gift of God to us: Jesus. The name “Emanuel” means God-with-us and every created 
thing has something of God in it. Julian of Norwich said it this way: “God is everything that is 
good. And the goodness in things is God.” Certainly the very holiness of gift-giving also makes 
it a gesture vulnerable to all that is unholy! How many resentments do we harbor around the 
gifts we gave, received, or failed to receive? And how vulnerable we are to the tempest the 
world whips up so that we might spend our money—rather than our time or creativity?

Cut back your gift-giving to a manageable size. Infuse your gift preparations with 
joy and imagination. Consider making your gifts. To make gifts for one another allows our 
creativity to join in the Creator’s. Children need parental help in preparing their presents for 
the family. Give each child an evening a week with one parent so that they can plan and make 
their gifts in secret.

Remember there are at least twelve  days of Christmas: from December 24 until the 
feast of the Baptism of the Lord. All the days of Christmas are appropriate for giving and re-
ceiving gifts. We don’t have to be in a hurry to get it all done by December 24. We can spread 
out our joy and celebration of the season by spreading out giving of gifts.
