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Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord

The Wise Men are following their strange star. As is proper, they pay a visit to the monarch
of the kingdom they are entering. It is Herod. I suppose all the amenities took place: formal wel-
come, diplomatic over-do, meal after meal, fine drinks. Even a commonplace kingdom must
observe the niceties.

When a pause arrives, the Magi pose the question burning in their hearts. “Where is the
newborn king of the Jews? We have read the signs and know of his birth.” They assume King
Herod will have an answer, since they are asking about his successor. Herod handles the ques-
tion smoothly, diplomatically, promising an answer, saying the right thing, and ending the meet-
ing for that night.

But terror has struck his hard heart. Newborn king? No. No. No. I am king. This has to be
stopped. My lineage is more important than this little threat grown up to manhood. Do some-
thing, do something!

He scrabbles together his chief priests and scribes and hits them with the simple, “innocent”
question, an idle interest. Just wondering. Do you experts, busy studying day and night, do you
know where that predicted Messiah figure (Christ) is to be born?

They know the scriptures well, as Herod does not. Certainly, they answer. In Bethlehem of
Judea. The very place from which the great King David came. This Messiah will be David’s
successor, shepherd of the people Israel, the fulfillment of everything the Jewish people have
awaited for centuries.

The Herodian head swirls. Crazy ideas contend. Wildly, his eyes darting, he scrapes to-
gether a plan. Get the Magi to show him where this Messiah-king is. With a few clues, they will
search him out! Herod gushes his way back to the Magi party and reveals that “Bethlehem is the
place! The child is in Bethlehem! All you have to do is find him. Oh, and of course, bring him
back to me. Why? So that I too may do him homage,” he lies.

Death for the child. Herod’s grubby supremacy cannot stand up to a prediction from scrip-
ture. The love of power has to banish the power of love.

Herod will compete directly with God and his Christ in order to stay in power.

This is the same deal Satan will offer to Jesus in the desert, thirty years later. “You can have
all the power in the world if you will only fall down and worship me. Help me defeat God.” The
devil’s plan was already in place, just days after Christ was born.

The funny thing is that Jesus’ power does not even resemble what Herod and Satan are
clutching at. Their goal is to become bigger and bigger, to outshine infinity. Christ’s goal is to
become less and less, to become transparent, to become love. The dense gravity of selfish greed
can never win, but it can come very close. The tiny child’s weakness shows what God has in
mind as the answer to evil. Tender, unfearing openness to love.

In our weakness, we scoff at such a plan. It is only an accident that Mary, Joseph and Jesus
escape Herod’s clutches, right? Evil will win in the end, won’t it? The cross will do what Herod
could not and what Satan failed at.

Or will it?

January 2 and January 8. Here is a wonderful explanation of this
beautiful feast.

The Epiphany is the feast of the manifestation of the majesty
and divinity of the newborn Savior. As early as the third century,
the Eastern Church, in celebrating the birth of the Redeemer,
viewed it primarily as the manifestation of God to man. Hence the
name Epiphany, which means manifestation, was given to the feast.
Toward the end of the fourth century, as the feast gradually came
to be known and celebrated in the West, the adoration of the Christ-
Child by the Magi or Wise Men was stressed. Soon these sages were
looked upon as the Three Kings.

In the West Christ's birthday had already been celebrated for
some time on December 25. But with this feast was associated all
the poverty and helplessness of the cave of Bethlehem; Mary and
Joseph watched beside the crib in poverty, and the shepherds that
came to offer their humble worship were equally poor. This aspect
was lost sight of in the Feast of the Epiphany. It is true that the
Magi found a poor, weak child, attended by poor parents. But
through their faith they recognized and acknowledged the helpless
Infant as the Redeemer and King of the world, and as such they
adored Him, In the Feast of Christmas Christ is shown as man to a
few of His chosen souls; in the Feast of the Epiphany, on the other
hand, He appears to the whole world as God.

In order to strengthen and reinforce this divine manifestation
to the Magi, the Church commemorates on this feast two other
incidents, both of which strongly testify to the divinity of Christ: His
baptism in the Jordan and the first miracle at the marriage feast in
Cana. In this way, the Redeemer, whose coming was known imper-
fectly at Christmas, is made known to the whole world.

While the Mass of the feast concentrates entirely on the com-
ing of the Magi and their adoration of their new-found King, the
Breviary abounds in references to the two other "manifestations."
The antiphon for the ~ Magnificat of second Vespers summarizes the
threefold significance of the day in words that are unmistakable:
"Three miracles glorify this sacred day: today the star led the Magi
to the crib; today at the wedding feast water was changed into
wine; today Christ willed that John baptize Him in the Jordan so that
He might become our Redeemer, Alleluia.” Thus we have three su-
pernatural interventions: the star that guided the Magi from the
East, the wine miraculously brought into being from water, and the
voice of the Father ringing out from the heavens, "This is my be-
loved Son, in whom | am well pleased" (Matt. 3:17).

Various interpretations have been given for the gifts which the
Magi offered the Christ-Child. In the responses at Matins the Church
says that the gold represents kingly power, incense the great High
Priest, and myrrh the burial of the Lord; and so she depicts the Wise
Men offering their gifts to Christ is His threefold character of King,
High Priest, and Man. In his homily for the third day within the oc-
tave, St. Gregory looks at the gifts from the viewpoint of the givers,
and so sees in the gold, wisdom; in the incense, the power of
prayer; and in the myrrh, the mortification of the flesh. Both inter-
pretations are worthy of consideration, and some little reflection on
them should prompt us to bring all the powers of our intellect to our
King, the incense of our prayers to our great High Priest, and the
myrrh of our sufferings and labors to our Man-God.

The Epiphany is the high point of Christmas and the fulfillment
of Advent. It is the ancient Feast of Christ the King. Its dignity in
the liturgy is superior to that of Christmas. Because the feast com-
memorates the baptism of Jesus, its vigil has long been a day for
solemn Baptism. In the present division of the Church year, the
baptism of our Lord in the Jordan is commemorated on the octave
day of the Epiphany.

If the Feast of Epiphany is to be fully understood as the Church
sees it, it will have to be viewed from two aspects: that of God who
manifested Himself to man, and that of man, typified in the Magi,
who responded with wholehearted faith and love. It is, therefore, a
day of faith and grace on which no other prayer ought to take
precedence over that petition of the Our Father, "Thy Kingdom
Come!"

The gospel tells us that the magi
found Christ “on entering the house.” The door
to your home is a holy threshold. You can bless
those who come in and go out by inscribing
above the door in chalk the first two numbers
of the year+C+M+B+the last two numbers of
the year. Tradition tells us that the letters
stand for the names of the magi: Caspar, Mel-
chior and Balthasar. Adolph Adam points out
that it may also mean “Christus mansionem
benedicat” or “May Christ bless this dwelling.”
It's appropriate to bless your door in January—
janua means “door” and the first month is the
door to the new year.

After inscribing the doorway, say this prayer:
God of Bethlehem and Cana,
God of Jordan’s leaping waters,
in baptism you bring us
into your family.
You wed us and embrace us
as your beloved.
May we fill this place
with kindness to one another,
with hospitality to guests,
and with abundant care
for every stranger.
By the gentle light of a star,
guide home all who seek you
on paths of faith, hope and love.
Then we will join the angels in
proclaiming your praise:
Glory in heaven and peace on earth,
now and for ever. Amen.

Let my prayer rise before you like
incense.” Each evening the church sings
these words from Psalm 141. That's one
reason we Christians praise God with in-
cense: It is a sign of prayer.

The smoke of melting incense is
also a sign of sacrifice, of purification, of
homage, of mystery. It calls to mind the
bright cloud of God’s presence that filled
the holy of holies within the Temple in Jeru-
salem. At the transfiguration and ascension
of Jesus, his body was surrounded by a
cloud. Perhaps that is why some people
imagine heaven to be a place of shining
clouds where the angels glorify God with
incense.

The gifts of the Magi included this
sweet smelling resin as a sign that this
child would be a Sacrifice—expending Him-
self for the greater glory of God and the
good of the world. The Church continues to
use incense as a reminder that all our lives
are to be a Sacrifice- rising before God
with the sweet fragrance of our prayers

The Baptism of the Lord

Today the Church throughout the
world celebrates the Solemnity of the
Baptism of Our Lord. (It is only in those
countries which opted to move Epiphany
from its ancient date of January 6th to the
nearest Sunday that the Feast of the Bap-
tism is transferred to Monday.) This
brings to an end the season of Christmas.
The Church recalls Our Lord's second
manifestation or epiphany which occurred
on the occasion of His baptism in the Jor-
dan. Jesus descended into the River to
sanctify its waters and to give them the
power to beget sons of God. The event
takes on the importance of a second crea-
tion in which the entire Trinity intervenes.

And Jesus being baptized, forthwith came
out of the water; and lo, the heavens
were opened to Him and He saw the Spirit
of God descending as a dove, and coming
upon Him. And behold a voice from
heaven saying, "This is My beloved Son,
in Whom I am well pleased.”

Jesus stoops so low as to
mingle with the multitude of
sinners, and forthwith the
heavens are opened to mag-
nify Him — He acknowledges
Himself worthy of the strokes
of divine justice, and behold,
the Father declares that He
takes all His delight in Him:
Humiliavit semetipsom...
propter quod et Deus exalta-
vit illum.

It is at this moment
that the mission of Jesus, as
One sent by God, is declared
authentic. The Father's testi-
mony accredits, so to speak,
His Son before the world, and
hence this testimony relates
to one of the characters of
Christ's work as regards our-
selves.

The mission of Jesus
has a double aspect: it bears
at the same time the charac-
ter of redemption and of
sanctification. It is to redeem
souls, and, this done, to in-
fuse life into them. That is
the whole work of the Savior.

A Christian contemplates Heaven open-
ing over the Jordan and the Holy Spirit de-
scending upon Jesus Christ in the form of a
dove. He hears the very voice of the Heavenly
Father: “This is my Beloved Son, with whom |
am well pleased” (Matt 3: 17). These unusual
manifestations leave a profound impression in
the heart of a believing Christian, evoking in it
wonder and piety. From the depths of his
enraptured heart the Christian involuntarily
cries out : “Great art Thou, O Lord, and mar-
velous are Thy works, and there is no word
which suffices to hymn Thy wonders.”

On the feast of the Lord’s Baptism a
Christian meditates on the reason our Lord
Jesus Christ, born without sin and not having
sinned during His earthly life, should come to
Jordan together with sinners in order to re-
ceive Baptism from John. The Christian calls to
mind the sinful Fall of his forefathers; their
punishment by the Lord God, required by
God'’s justice. He meditates on the sundering
of man’s bond with his Creator and upon
God’s merciful promise not to leave man
without care. The Lord placed enmity be-
tween the seed of the serpent and the seed of
mankind (Gen. 3: 15). The Lord promised even
our forefathers that a time will come when his
descendants shall crush the head of the Ser-
pent-tempter. The Old Testament tree of life
shall be replaced by the New Testament Body
and Blood of the Only-Begotten Son of God,
Who shall come to earth to save the world.
“He who eats My Flesh and drinks My Blood
has eternal life, and | will raise him up at the
last day” - thus speaks Jesus Christ Himself
(John 6:54). Because of this it was necessary
that man again recognize his Creator and
Savior. It was needful to strengthen man'’s
faith in his Savior. It was necessary for people
to learn that the Father and Son, according to
the word of Jesus Christ, are one: “The Father
isin Me and | am in the Father” (John 10:38).
And now our Lord Jesus Christ reveals Himself
to the world.

Our Lord Jesus Christ, accepting baptism from Hi
creature, shows an example of great humility. He,
“though He was in the form of God, did not think
it robbery to he equal with God, but emptied
Himself, taking the form of a servant, being born
in the likeness of men. And being found in human
form He humbled Himself and became obedient
unto death, even death on a cross” (Philipp. 2:6-
8). Christ the Saviour turns to John the Baptist no
as God but as a humble Man asking baptism in
order to fulfill “all truth.” Thus is pride overthrown
by humility.

“Jesus, when he began His ministry, was about
thirty years of age” (Luke 3:23). Before His entry
into the public ministry of mankind’s salvation,
Christ the Savior comes to Jordan and receives
baptism from John. As Man, in this sacred act He
strengthens His powers by the grace of the Holy
Spirit descended upon Him in the form of a dove.
. At the age of thirty the God-Man reveals Himself
to the people, fulfilling by this act the custom of
the Talmud-nourished Hebrew people who, espe-
cially after the return from Babylonian captivity,
strictly kept the letter of the Law. According to the
understanding of the Hebrews of that time, a man
who had not reached thirty years could be neither
a priest nor a teacher. And the Lord Jesus Christ,
who came not to destroy but to fulfill the Old
Testament Law, begins to preach at the age of
thirty. It was at this age also that John the Baptist
appeared at the Jordan with the call for people to
repent.*)
