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An Angry Savior? .

The Gospel for Sunday sounds a bit angry and threatening, and we must talk
about that. Is the God we know really furious and offended, demanding infinite jus-
tice? Maybe the following should be our slogan: “Be afraid, be very afraid.”

Here is the story from the Gospel. News comes to Jesus that Pilate has murdered some
Galilean people. Still worse, Pilate has actually mixed their blood with that of sacri-
ficed animals.

This is a terrible, even macabre story, worthy of denunciation. But instead, Jesus
seems to scold the people who brought the bad news.

Do you think that because these Galileans suffered in this way
they were greater sinners than all other Galileans?
By no means!
But I tell you, if you do not repent,
you will all perish as they did!

What is the logic here? It sounds as if you don’t have to rank as the worst sinner in
the world in order to get punished. You can qualify just by failing to repent.

And why is Jesus so harsh in this case? Is he an angry savior? Angry just as many
people think the God of the Old Testament was: unforgiving, warlike, furious, de-
manding an infinite sacrifice to make up for humankind’s sins against an infinite God?

When we look at the First Reading we do not find an angry God. Instead, we find
God grieving over the troubles of his people.

1 have witnessed the affliction of my people in Egypt
and have heard their cry of complaint against their slave drivers,
so | know well what they are suffering.

Therefore | have come down to rescue them.

God appears miraculously as a burning bush that is not consumed by flames. He
begins to tell Moses how to rescue his people. Great compassion from the depths of
the transcendent God.

Wouldn't Jesus have the same kind of compassion for his own people? Not this
week, it seems. Or maybe that is a wrong impression. Jesus tells a parable in the sec-
ond half of the Gospel that might help us understand.

In brief, a sadly unproductive fig tree is to be chopped down, the orchard owner
says. His gardener advises him to leave it one more year and see if, with some tend-
ing, it will bear fruit. Give it another chance.

There are two ways to think of this parable. Initially we might assume that Jesus is
the heartless orchard owner because we half remember the story in Mt 21:18-19 of Jesus
actually cursing a fruitless fig tree.

Yet what if Jesus is not the owner but the gardener in the parable? The gardener
is asking mercy for the disobedient fig tree. Isn't this exactly what Jesus is doing when
he warns us we will perish if we don’t repent? Isn’t he shouting at us to turn back to
God precisely to avoid destruction?

He is “startling the poor sheep back” from the edge, to paraphrase the poet Hop-
Rins, and you and | are the sheep.

There is still reason to fear God, of course, since he is infinite and infinitely more fiery
than the burning bush is. You can get hurt. But the closer you come to the real center
of God, the more your fear turns to gratitude. You are not scalded or consumed by
the divine fire—you are warmed and gentled at its welcoming hearth.

There is no doubt about the
mind of Christ here as the Gospels
reveal it: We must not think the ser-
vice of God can be subordinated to
worldly purposes. If we seek first the
kingdom of God and God’s justice,
the new earth will be added to us; if
we give the earth and its fullness
pride of place in our lives and in our
hearts, we are 1dolaters and turn the
house of God into a den of thieves.

But it remains true that to live
the life of God 1s, 1n fact, to find a
new earth, to see the earth as the
habitation of glory, to see all things
i God and God n all things. We
know the power things have to hurt
us or give us joy because of their
association with the people we love:
You love this place because one you
love made it heaven for you, or you
cannot go into this place without
pain because the on you loved once
lived in it. To the eye of faith, all the
things that God has made have this
richness of association, and 1t should
always be a cause for rejoicing, be-
cause the Presence within them is an
Abiding Presence and Glory.

The pagan lacrimae rerum, the
pathos of the earthly beauty, 1s far
from being the final word: In the
eternal present all things abide, and
behind the gleam of created beauty
you sense the splendor of the Di-
vine. Vere locus iste sanctus est—
truly this place is holy—the house of
God and the Gate of Heaven.

So Baptism affects more than
our way of seeing the world; it gives
us not just a new vision of the earth,
but a new earth indeed.

It is certain that the fathers did well to use
such lenience in their desire to establish us
in the habit of fasting. As we know, we
could proclaim a fast throughout the
whole year, and no one would pay any
attention. But now, with a set time for
fasting of only forty days, even the most
sluggish need no exhortation to rouse
themselves to undergo it.

When someone asks you why you fast,
you should not answer: because of the
Passover or because of the Cross. Neither of
these is the reason for our fasting. We fast
because of our sins, since we are preparing
to approach the sacred mysteries. More-
over, the Christian Pasch is a time for nei-
ther fasting nor mourning, but for great
joy, since the Cross destroyed sin and made
expiation for the whole world. It reconciled
ancient enemies and opened the gates of
heaven. It made friends of those who had
been filled with hatred, restoring them to
the citizenship of heaven. Through the
Cross, our human nature has been set at
the right hand of the throne of God, and
we have been given good things besides.
Therefore, we must not give way to
mourning or sadness; we must rejoice
greatly instead over all these blessings.

Charles
Peguy, in God Speaks, has explained it
perfectly. Readers may object that the
prodigal son returned penitent to the
Father’s house. But who knows, he
might have gone out and squandered
more money on the next Saturday
night; he might have refused to help
with the farm work and asked to be
sent to finish his education instead,
thereby incurring the elder brother’s
righteous wrath, and the war between
the worker and the intellectual, or the
conservative and the radical, would be
on.

Jesus has another answer to that
one: to forgive one’s brother seventy
times seven times. There are always
answers—although they are not al-
ways calculated to soothe.

St. Joseph was an ordinary man-
ual laborer although descended from
the royal house of David. In the de-
signs of Providence he was destined
to become the spouse of the Mother
of God. His high privilege is expressed
in a single phrase, "Foster-father of
Jesus." About him Sacred Scripture
has little more to say than that he
was a just man-an expression which
indicates how faithfully he fulfilled his
high trust of protecting and guarding
God's greatest treasures upon earth,
Jesus and Mary.

The darkest hours of his life may
well have been those when he first
learned of Mary's pregnancy; but
precisely in this time of trial Joseph
showed himself great. His suffering,
which likewise formed a part of the
work of the redemption, was not
without great providential import:
Joseph was to be, for all times, the
trustworthy witness of the Messiah's

virgin birth. After this, he modestly
retires into the background of holy
Scripture.

Of St. Joseph's death the Bible
tells us nothing. There are indications,
however, that he died before the
beginning of Christ's public life. His
was the most beautiful death that
one could have, in the arms of Jesus
and Mary. Humbly and unknown, he
passed his years at Nazareth, silent
and almost forgotten he remained in

the background through centuries of
Church history. Only in more recent
times has he been accorded greater
honor. Liturgical veneration of St. Jo-
seph began in the fifteenth century,
fostered by Sts. Brigid of Sweden and
Bernadine of Siena. St. Teresq, too,
did much to further his cult.

At present there are two major
feasts in his honor. On March 19 our
veneration is directed to him person-
ally and to his part in the work of re-
demption, while on May 1 we honor
him as the patron of workmen
throughout the world and as our
guide in the difficult matter of estab-
lishing equitable norms regarding ob-
ligations and rights in the social order.

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Quite naturally the First Sunday of Lent starts out with the temptations of Christ in the
desert.

Why naturally? Because Lent is a time to take off the blinders of sin and prepare to
listen truly during Holy Week. Jesus models this kind of listening in the Gospel.

He had been pulled into the desert by the voice that said "You are my beloved Son;
with you I am well pleased.” (Lk 3:21-22). Jesus already knew he was close to God, but
even so, this voice echoed words of scripture that might have shocked him:

In the book of Isaiah hundreds of years before, it was the Messiah to whom God re-
ferred, saying, “Behold my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen in whom my soul delights,
upon whom I have put my spirit; he shall bring forth justice to the nations” (Isaiah 42: 1-4)

Jesus needed time to digest this terribly wonderful message, especially as applied to
himself. He had to become empty in order to receive it.

The devil knew about Jesus already, with a dumb and greedy knowledge.

If Jesus was this great servant of God, his strengths could be used. Maybe he also had a
need to receive glory, to be someone who could tell God and others what to do.

Full and at the same time rapacious, the devil comes to Jesus, who is hungry. “Use
your power,” the devil says slyly to him. “No point in being empty. Just give a Godly com-
mand and this stone will turn into bread.”

“One does not live by bread alone,” Jesus answered from the scriptures.

Jesus’ quotation comes from Moses’ great second speech to the people of Israel, as do
all his responses today.

[God had] let you be afflicted with hunger, and then fed you with manna, a food un-
known to you and your fathers, in order to show you that not by bread alone does man live,
but by every word that comes forth from the mouth of the Lord” (Deuteronomy 8:3).

Note to reader: How do you assuage your hunger?

The devil moves on to a glory temptation. Join me, worship me, he says. All the king-
doms in the world will be yours. (Translation: you can be bigger than this heavenly father
of yours is.) Jesus answers, “You shall worship the Lord your God, and him alone shall you
serve” (Deuteronomy 6:13).

Note to the reader: what do you and I worship and serve—instead of God?

Two temptations have failed. But even the devil can quote scripture. He uses Psalm 91,
the part about God commanding the angels to guard the beloved one (verses 11 and 12).
Just throw yourself off these heights, the devil suggests smoothly. God’s angels will have
no choice, they will have to come save you. Take advantage of who you are.

The Devil is inviting Jesus to step out of the intimate loving relation he already has
with the Father and instead to make himself isolated, proud, alone and without love, but
with power.

Note to the reader: Isn't this what power does?

Jesus says (Deuteronomy 6:16), “You shall not tempt the Lord your God.” Y ou shall
not tell God and the angels what to do. You are only as big as you are.

Listen, listen. This is what Lent is about.
