But before you start, remind yourself that you will be praying in the presence of
God, the one who watches over you and loves you by name. Then sit quietly,
with as much patience as you have available.

Start with this question: “What does the Holy Spirit mean to me?” To some peo-
ple it is the one who causes them to be “slain in the Spirit.” Others know it as
somehow connected with the Trinity. Others have no idea.

Unlike the other two pilgrimage festivals, Pass-
over and Sukkot the date of Shavuot is not ex-
plicitly mentioned in the Torah. Rather, its oc-
t? currence is directly linked to the date of Pass-
over. The Torah mandates the seven-week
Counting of the Omer, beginning on the second
day of Passover and culminating on the 50th day,
Shavuot. This counting of days and weeks ex-
presses anticipation and desire for the Giving of
the Torah. At Passover, the Jewish people were
freed from being slaves to Pharoah; at Shavuot
they accepted the Torah and became a nation

. committed to serving God.

Shavuot has many aspects and as a consequence is called by several names. In the
Torah it is calleBeast of Weeks( Exodus34:22Deuteronomyi 6:10)Festival of

Reaping (Hag ha-Katsix. 23:16), ariday of the First Fruits (Yom ha-Bikkuripdum-
bers28:26). The Mishnah and Talmud refer to ShavAtteret (a solemn assembly),

as it provides closure for the festival activities during and following the holiday of Pass-
over. Since Shavuot occurs 50 days after Passover, Christians gave it the name Penteco
("fiftieth [day]").

Besides its significance as the day on which the Torah was given by God to the Jew-
ish nation at Mount Sinai, Shavuot is also connected to the season of the grain harvest in
Israel. In ancient times, the grain harvest lasted seven weeks and was a season of gladn
(Jer. 5:24; Deut. 16:9-11; Isa. 9:2). It began with the harvesting of the barley during Pass-
over and ended with the harvesting of the wheat at Shavuot. Shavuot was thus the con-
cluding festival of the grain harvest, just as the eighth day of Sukkot (Tabernacles) was
the concluding festival of the fruit harvest. During the existence of the Temple in Jerusa-
lem, an offering of two loaves of bread from the wheat harvest was made on Shavuot
(Lev. 23:15-21).

Shavuot was also the first day on which individuals could biikgkitmém(first
fruits) to the Temple in JerusaldishnalhBikkurim1:3). TheBikkurimwere brought
from the Seven Species for which the Land of Israel is praised wheat, barley, grapes, figs
pomegranates, olives and dates (Deut. 8:8). In the largely agrarian society of ancient Is-
rael, Jewish farmers would tie a ribbon around the first ripening fruits from each of these
species in their fields. At the time of harvest, the fruits identified by the ribbon would be
cut and placed into baskets woven of gold and silver. The baskets would then be placed
on oxen whose horns were gilded and laced with garlands of flowers, and who were led
in a grand procession to Jerusalem. As the farmer and his entourage passed through citie
and towns, they would be accompanied by music and parades.

At the Temple, each farmer would preserBiklaurimto a priest in a ceremony
that followed the text of Deut. 26:1-10. This text begins by stating, "My father was a wan-
dering Aramean," referring to the fact that Jacob was a penniless wanderer in the land of
Aramfor 20 years (ibidAbraham ibn EzjaThe text proceeds to retell the history of
the Jewish people as they went into exile in Egypt and were enslaved and oppressed; fol-
lowing which God redeemed them and brought them to the land of Israel. The ceremony
of Bikkurimconveys the Jew's gratitude to God both for the first fruits of the field and
for His guidance throughout Jewish history.

% Rome, under
the emperor
Diocletian, by
the judge Ser-
enus, for con-
fessing the
Christian faith.
He there set
free Paulina, the daughter of Ar-
temius, the keeper of the prison,

from an evil spirit which tormented
her. Upon this, Artemius and his

wife and all their house, with their
neighbors who had run together to
see the strange thing, were con-
verted to Jesus Christ. Peter there-
fore brought them to Marcellinus

the priest, who baptized them all.
When Serenus heard of it, he called
Peter and Marcellinus before him,
and sharply rebuked them, adding

to his bitter words
threats and terrors,
unless they would
deny Christ. Marcel-
linus answered him
with Christian bold-
ness, whereupon he
caused him to be
buffeted, separated
him from Peter, and
shut him up naked, in a prison strewn
with broken glass, without either food
or light. Peter also he confined. But
when both of them were found to in-
crease in faith and courage in their
bonds, they were beheaded, unshaken
in their testimony, and confessing Je-
sus Christ gloriously by their blood.

In Campania the bishop Erasmus
was, under the empire of Diocletian
and Maximian, beaten with clubs and
whips loaded with lead, and afterwards
plunged into resin, sulphur, melted
lead, boiling pitch, wax, and oil. From

all this he came forth whole and sound:

which wonder converted many to be-
lieve in Christ. He was remanded to

prison, and bound in iron fetters. But
from these he was wondrously deliv-
ered by an angel. At last, being taken

to Formi, Maximian caused him
to be subjected to divers tor-
ments, being clad in a coat of
red-hot brass, but the power of
God made him more than a con-
queror in all these things also.
Afterwards, having converted
many to the faith and confirmed
them therein, he obtained the
palm of a glorious martyrdom.
