Patient Trust

Rev. John Foley SJ
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Real trust is one of the most delicate problems for people today. We have to risk 
too much and we have been disappointed too often, we say.

Yet human bonding is entirely dependent on trust.

In the modern world we develop substitutes for human bonding. We overwork, 
overeat, live for parties and pleasure; we invent formulas such as “quality time” to fit 
the family and children into our loaded schedules, and in the United States we simply 
drop a husband or wife who no longer pleases us and go get another one.

Isn’t this betrayal of trust? Can it be a foundation for human bonding?

A wonderful example of trust is Abraham in the Second Reading, even though St. 
Paul refers to it as “faith.” The reading talks about risky deeds that God asked from 
Abraham: travel to a land he would somehow inherit, pass through great deserts and 
villages full of strangers, dwell in temporary shelters all the way, and most difficult of 
all, believe that Sarah would at last conceive and give birth, even though they were 
both “as good as dead” because of their old age.

And of course it got worse, not better. God ordered Abraham to make a bloody sac-
rifice of the son at last born to his old age. Kill him.

Time to cancel the trusting and save whatever you can of your life, wouldn’t you 
say? How would you or I respond in the same situation?

But God had already promised that Abraham would have “descendents as numer-
ous as the sands on the seashore.” The question before Abraham was not whether to 
be obedient, but whether to trust in the promise God had made.

The scriptures say what he decided. Abraham “thought that the one who had made 
the promise was trustworthy.” Abraham could believe because he had faith in God’s 
fidelity.

Trust consists of more than just a generally sunny attitude. Trust means believing 
in someone.

Trust means believing in someone.

It means remembering the love residing in that person, remembering the promises, 
the pacts made in fidelity. It means taking the risk.

God has been with you even in the hardest patches of your life, when you no longer 
could see any evidence. Can you continue to hope in his love even though you cannot 
feel it? Can you wait in patient trust?

Abraham did. He had no reason for hope, but he was perhaps being trained for it 
by God. The ancients had to wait for the coming of the Messiah in a future age. They 
waited. Jesus had to wait in trust even as he was being crucified and was filled with the 
raw human fear that God had might have abandoned him.

Can you and I wait and trust?

God’s is always trustworthy no matter what it seems like. He girded himself and 
had us recline at table so that he could wait on us (Gospel). And even though human 
love is not always trustworthy, we discern and pray and forgive, and then give it a try.

We “strangers and aliens on earth,” and we long for someone to trust. We long to 
be able to trust (Second Reading).

God will help us if we ask.

Now toward the end of the summer season, at a time when fruits are 
ripe in the gardens and fields, the Church celebrates the most glorious "harvest 
festival" in the Communion of Saints. Mary, the supremely blessed one among 
women, Mary, the most precious fruit which has ripened in the fields of God's 
kingdom, is today taken into the granary of heaven. — Pius Parsch

The Assumption is the oldest feast day of Our Lady, but we don't know how it 
first came to be celebrated.

Its origin is lost in those days when Jerusalem was restored as a sacred city, at 
the time of the Roman Emperor Constantine (c. 285-337). By then it had been a pagan 
city for two centuries, ever since Emperor Hadrian (76-138) had leveled it around the 
year 135 and rebuilt it as Aelia Capitolina in honor of Jupiter.

For 200 years, every memory of Jesus was obliterated from the city, and the 
sites made holy by His life, death and Resurrection became pagan temples.

After the building of the Church of the Holy Sepulchre in 336, the sacred sites began 
to be restored and memories of the life of Our Lord began to be celebrated by the people 
of Jerusalem. One of the memories about his mother centered around the "Tomb of 
Mary," close to Mount Zion, where the early Christian community had lived.

On the hill itself was the "Place of Dormition," the spot of Mary's "falling asleep," 
where she had died. The "Tomb of Mary" was where she was buried.

At this time, the "Memory of Mary" was being celebrated. Later it was to become 
our feast of the Assumption.

For a time, the "Memory of Mary" was marked only in Palestine, but then it was 
extended by the emperor to all the churches of the East. In the seventh century, it began 
to be celebrated in Rome under the title of the "Falling Asleep" ("Dormitio") of the Mother 
of God.

Soon the name was changed to the "Assumption of Mary," since there was more to 
the feast than her dying. It also proclaimed that she had been taken up, body and soul, 
into heaven.

That belief was ancient, dating back to the apostles themselves. What was clear from 
the beginning was that there were no relics of Mary to be venerated, and that an empty 
tomb stood on the edge of Jerusalem near the site of her death. That location also soon 
became a place of pilgrimage. (Today, the Benedictine Abbey of the Dormition of Mary 
stands on the spot.)

At the Council of Chalcedon in 451, when bishops from throughout the Mediterranean 
world gathered in Constantinople, Emperor Marcian asked the Patriarch of Jerusalem to 
bring the relics of Mary to Constantinople to be enshrined in the capitol. The patriarch 
explained to the emperor that there were no relics of Mary in Jerusalem, that "Mary had 
died in the presence of the apostles; but her tomb, when opened later . . . was found 
empty and so the apostles concluded that the body was taken up into heaven."

In the eighth century, St. John Damascene was known for giving sermons at the holy 
places in Jerusalem. At the Tomb of Mary, he expressed the belief of the Church on the 
meaning of the feast: "Although the body was duly buried, it did not remain in the state 
of death, neither was it dissolved by decay. . . . You were transferred to your heavenly 
home, O Lady, Queen and Mother of God in truth."

All the feast days of Mary mark the great mysteries of her life and her part in the 
work of redemption. The central mystery of her life and person is her divine motherhood, 
celebrated both at Christmas and a week later (Jan. 1) on the feast of the Solemnity of 
Mary, Mother of God. The Immaculate Conception (Dec. 8) marks the preparation for that 
motherhood, so that she had the fullness of grace from the first moment of her exis-
tence, completely untouched by sin. Her whole being throbbed with divine life from the 
very beginning, readying her for the exalted role of mother of the Savior.

The Assumption completes God's work in her since it was not fitting that the flesh 
that had given life to God himself should ever undergo corruption. The Assumption is 
God's crowning of His work as Mary ends her earthly life and enters eternity. The feast 
turns our eyes in that direction, where we will follow when our earthly life is over.

The feast days of the Church are not just the commemoration of historical events; 
they do not look only to the past. They look to the present and to the future and give us 
an insight into our own relationship with God. The Assumption looks to eternity and gives 
us hope that we, too, will follow Our Lady when our life is ended.

In 1950, in the Apostolic Constitution Munificentissimus Deus, Pope Pius XII pro-
claimed the Assumption of Mary a dogma of the Catholic Church in these words: "The 
Immaculate Mother of God, the ever-virgin Mary, having completed the course of her 
earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heaven."

With that, an ancient belief became Catholic doctrine and the Assumption was de-
clared a truth revealed by God.

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The Eucharist and 
priestly celibacy

24. The Synod Fa-
thers wished to em-
phasize that the min-
isterial priesthood, 
through ordination, 
calls for complete 
configuration to 
Christ. While re-
specting the different 
practice and tradition 
of the Eastern 
Churches, there is a 
need to reaffirm the 

profound meaning of priestly celibacy, which is 
rightly considered a priceless treasure, and is also 
confirmed by the Eastern practice of choosing Bish-
ops only from the ranks of the celibate. These 
Churches also greatly esteem the decision of many 
priests to embrace celibacy. This choice on the part 
of the priest expresses in a special way the dedication 
which conforms him to Christ and his exclusive of-
fering of himself for the Kingdom of God. (75) The 
fact that Christ himself, the eternal priest, lived his 
mission even to the sacrifice of the Cross in the state 
of virginity constitutes the sure point of reference for 
understanding the meaning of the tradition of the 
Latin Church. It is not sufficient to understand 
priestly celibacy in purely functional terms. Celibacy 
is really a special way of conforming oneself to 
Christ's own way of life. This choice has first and 
foremost a nuptial meaning; it is a profound identifi-
cation with the heart of Christ the Bridegroom who 
gives his life for his Bride. In continuity with the 
great ecclesial tradition, with the Second Vatican 
Council (76) and with my predecessors in the papacy, 
(77) I reaffirm the beauty and the importance of a 
priestly life lived in celibacy as a sign expressing total 
and exclusive devotion to Christ, to the Church and 
to the Kingdom of God, and I therefore confirm 
that it remains obligatory in the Latin tradition. 
Priestly celibacy lived with maturity, joy and dedica-
tion is an immense blessing for the Church and for 
society itself.

St. Maximillian 
Kolbe

         St. Maximilian 
was born Raymond 
Kolbe in Poland, Janu-
ary 8, 1894. In 1910, 
he entered the Con-
ventual Franciscan 
Order. He was sent to 
study in Rome where 
he was ordained a 
priest in 1918.

Father Maximilian 
returned to Poland in 
1919 and began 
spreading his Militia of the Immaculata movement of 
Marian consecration (whose members are also called 
MIs), which he founded on October 16, 1917. In 1927, 
he established an evangelization center near Warsaw 
called Niepokalanow, the "City of the Immaculata." By 
1939, the City had expanded from eighteen friars to 
an incredible 650, making it the largest Catholic reli-
gious house in the world.

To better "win the world for the Immaculata," the 
friars utilized the most modern printing and adminis-
trative techniques. This enabled them to publish 
countless catechetical and devotional tracts, a daily 
newspaper with a circulation of 230,000 and a 
monthly magazine with a circulation of over one mil-
lion. Maximilian started a shortwave radio station and 
planned to build a motion picture studio--he was a 
true "apostle of the mass media." He established a 
City of the Immaculata in Nagasaki, Japan, in 1930, 
and envisioned missionary centers worldwide.

Maximilian was a ground-breaking theologian. His 
insights into the Immaculate Conception anticipated 
the Marian theology of the Second Vatican Council and 
further developed the Church's understanding of Mary 
as "Mediatrix" of all the graces of the Trinity, and as 
"Advocate" for God's people.

In 1941, the Nazis imprisoned Father Maximilian 
in the Auschwitz death camp. There he offered his life 
for another prisoner and was condemned to slow 
death in a starvation bunker. On August 14, 1941, his 
impatient captors ended his life with a fatal injection. 
Pope John Paul II canonized Maximilian as a "martyr 
of charity" in 1982. St. Maximilian Kolbe is considered 
a patron of journalists, families, prisoners, the pro-life 
movement and the chemically addicted.
