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A Furious Love .

How sweet of old earth to rain down abundance so fiercely.

I sit on a screened-in porch in Wisconsin, where I am making retreat. I listen to the delicious,
drenching sounds of the huge rain, splattering and slapping the earth.

Is it friend or foe? For sure such a storm could take me down if I were silly enough to be walking
in it. Its violence is restrained mainly by its need to get water out of the skies and into the earth
as fast as possible. No intention of harming anything. But I remember New Orleans and feel a
twinge of fright.

Well, the rain just ignores me. In fact it redoubles its efforts. Its huge sound gets huger, like a
swell of applause.

Rain like this carries goodness for the tender, tough earth. I know this. Comfort sighs deep
within the storm’s rough pounding, and big branches bow their tousled heads to receive their
cleansing and their nourishment.

But why such so furious a love, one that is so sweetly intended but so able to hurt? I do not
know. Maybe “tough love” is what keeps our planet in bloom. Hopkins addressed God as
“Father and fondler of heart thou hast wrung: Hast thy dark descending and most art merciful
then.”

Jesus is headed into darkness this Sunday in Luke’s Gospel. He is on his way to Jerusalem. He
loves her and her people, and wants to shower abundance upon them. But he knows with increas-
ing certainly that she will put him, not merely down a cistern as soldiers did Jeremiah, not just
outside the gates and walls, but right straight into the jaws of death. It is a baptism, he says, and
he wants it. He shouts to his disciples that he has come to set the earth on fire—just like the blaz-
ing lightning tonight. “How great is my anguish until it is accomplished,” he says.

Is Jesus the storm or is he the stormed upon? Both, I think. He is filled with the Spirit of God and
he cannot wait to let it flow. But he must stand in the pounding rain too. He will not run away.
He walks into a continuous storm that has by no means reached its apex.

No wonder he is distraught. Love is not just sweetness and light, it is the dark and pounding rain
of people’s emphatic “no” as well.

I think of the First Reading. There, Jeremiah is literally “stuck in the mud.” He had prophesied
too truly and too many times. They threw him into an empty cistern with just enough mud for
him to sink into. How could he prophesy from the midst of the mud?

How could Jesus speak God’s Word from a criminal’s cross? Yet he does.

The rains pour down. I see a single lamp across the lake showing through it all. Is this a porch-
light of welcome? But as I look directly, it surrenders itself as just an old, white piece of leaf that
has caught in the screen and reflects light from my lamp inside. I play a game. I shift my eyes up
and it is a lantern. I look back and it is a remnant of leaf-life. Back, forth. Which is it really?

I take comfort, since, of course, it is both. Christ makes a home of both.

With the certainty of faith we know
that Jesus Christ is king in the full,
literal, and absolute sense of the
word; for He is true God and man.
This does not, however, prevent Mary
from sharing His royal prerogatives,
though in a limited and analogous
manner; for she was the Mother of
Christ, and Christ is God; and she
shared in the work of the divine Re-
deemer, in His struggles against ene-
mies and in the triumph He won over
them all. From this union with Christ
the King she assuredly obtains so emi-
nent a status that she stands high
above all created things; and upon this
same union with Christ is based that
royal privilege enabling her to distrib-
ute the treasures of the kingdom of
the divine Redeemer. And lastly, this

same union with Christ is the fountain of the inexhaustible efficacy of her motherly
intercession in the presence of the Son and of the Father.

Without doubt, then, does our holy Virgin possess a dignity that far transcends
all other creatures. In the eyes of her Son she takes precedence over everyone else.
In order to help us understand the preeminence that the Mother of God enjoys over
all creation, it would help to remember that from the first moment of her conception
the holy Virgin was filled with such a plenitude of grace as to surpass the graces en-
hancing all the saints. Recall what our predecessor Pius IX, of blessed memory, wrote
in his Bull Ineflabilis Deus: "More than all the angels and all the saints has God inef-
fable freely endowed Mary with the fullness of the heavenly gifts that abound in the
divine treasury; and she, preserving herself ever immaculately clean from the slight-
est taint of sin, attained a fullness of innocence and holiness so great as to be un-
thinkable apart from God Himself, a fullness that no one other than God will ever

possess."

Spurred on by piety and faith, may we glory in being subject to the rule of the
Virgin Mother of God; she bears the royal scepter in her hand, while her heart is ever

aflame with mother love.

The clergy shortage and the pastoral care of vo-
cations

25. In the light of the connection between the sacra-
ment of Holy Orders and the Eucharist, the Synod
considered the difficult situation that has arisen in
various Dioceses which face a shortage of priests. This
happens not only in some areas of first evangeliza-
tion, but also in many countries of long-standing
Christian tradition. Certainly a more equitable distri-
bution of clergy would help to solve the problem. Ef-
forts need to be made to encourage a greater aware-
ness of this situation at every level. Bishops should
involve Institutes of Consecrated Life and the new
ecclesial groups in their pastoral needs, while respect-
ing their particular charisms, and they should invite
the clergy to become more open to serving the
Church wherever there is need, even if this calls for
sacrifice. (78) The Synod also discussed pastoral ini-
tiatives aimed at promoting, especially among the
young, an attitude of interior openness to a priestly
calling. The situation cannot be resolved by purely
practical decisions. On no account should Bishops re-
act to real and understandable concerns about the
shortage of priests by failing to carry out adequate
vocational discernment, or by admitting to seminary
formation and ordination candidates who lack the nec-
essary qualities for priestly ministry (79). An insuffi-
ciently formed clergy, admitted to ordination without
the necessary discernment, will not easily be able to
offer a witness capable of evoking in others the desire
to respond generously to Christ's call. The pastoral
care of vocations needs to involve the entire Christian
community in every area of its life. (80) Obviously,
this pastoral work on all levels also includes exploring
the matter with
families, which are
often indifferent or
even opposed to
the idea of a
priestly vocation.
Families should
generously em-
brace the gift of life
and bring up their
children to be open
to doing God's will.
In a word, they
must have the
courage to set be-
fore young people
the radical decision
to follow Christ,
showing them how
deeply rewarding it
is.

Saint of the week

“This great company of witnesses spurs us on to victory!”

August 23rd
St. Rose of Lima

&
- The first canonized
saint of the Western
Hemisphere, Rose of
Lima (1586-1617)
might also be consid-
ered a type of the
special vocation of
contemplative-in-the-
world. Inspired by the
example of St. Cath-
erine of Siena, Rose
became a Dominican
lay tertiary and de-
voted herself to works
of active charity while
living a life of extreme
austerity. She longed
to evangelize the In-
dians, not at all dis-
couraged by the thought that they would probably kill
her. St. Martin de Porres and St. John Masias were
among her friends. She died at the age of 31, praying,
"Lord, increase my sufferings, and with them increase
your love in my heart."

Rose of Lima, a member of the Third Order of St.
Dominic, was the "first blossom of sanctity that South
America gave to the world." Hers was a life heroic in
virtue and penance. She expiated the evils perpe-
trated by the conquerors of the land in their lust for
gold. For many her life was a silent sermon of pen-
ance. Pope Clement X stated in the bull of canoniza-
tion: "Since the discovery of Peru no missionary has
arisen who effected a similar popular zeal for the prac-
tice of penance."

Already as a five-year-old child (born 1586), Rose
vowed her innocence to God. While still a young girl,
she practiced mortifications and fasts that exceeded
ordinary discretion; during all of Lent she ate no
bread, but subsisted on five citron seeds a day. In ad-
dition, she suffered repeated attacks from the devil,
painful bodily ailments, and from her family, scoldings
and calumnies. All this she accepted serenely, remark-
ing that she was treated better than she deserved. For
fifteen years she patiently endured the severest spiri-
tual abandonment and aridity. In reward came heav-
enly joys, the comforting companionship of her holy
guardian angel and of the Blessed Virgin. August 24,
1617, proved to be the day "on which the paradise of
her heavenly Bridegroom unlocked itself to her."

Before the reform of the General Roman Calendar St. Rose's feast was cele-
brated on August 30. Today was the feastof St. Philip Benize, who was born in
Florence of the noble Benizi family on the feast of the Assumption, and died on
the octave of the Assumption in Todi, Italy. A man of unusual ability, he took a
medical course in Padua, and practiced medicine in Florence. But the medical
profession left him dissatisfied, and he joined the Servite Order as a lay brother,
performing the most humble tasks in the monastery. Ordained a priest out of
obedience, he became masterof novices and finally general of the Order. He
restored peace in the civil warsof Italy, and assisted at the Ecumenical Council
of Lyons. Amid all these honors, he lived a life of great humility always consid-

ering himself as the worst of sinners and deserving the punishment of hell.
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
