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The Everlasting Arms
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We have a bit of a contradiction in Sunday’s readings. One theme is “Don’t get tired when you 
are praying.” The other is, don’t worry if you do, because there will be support. 

Jesus is the one who announces the non-tiredness rule. “Pray always without becoming weary,” 
he says in the Gospel. Yet most of us have experienced drowsiness when we try to pray. Even 
Moses gets fatigued as he is doing the equivalent of prayer in the First Reading. 

Moses stands on the top of a hill where he can see the fight going on below. In order to give his 
general, Joshua, victory over enemy forces, he holds out what our reading calls “the staff of God” 
over the battle. He has continue holding it out, straight-armed, until the combat is completely 
done because whenever he lowers his arms the enemy starts to win. 

It goes on for a long time. Moses’ arms grow exceeding tired. When I was an altar boy I learned 
what this means by mindlessly holding the book out with extended arms for Father to read from. 
“Please, please read faster,” my arms screamed. In Moses’ case, Aaron and Hur supported his 
arms by holding them up and give him a rock to sit on. 

Go ahead and get tired, someone will help you (we hope). 

But in the Gospel, in order to illustrate why we should keep praying (asking for things), Jesus 
tells a parable about the unjust judge and a widow who won’t stop asking.* (Notice that Jesus’ 
real name was Joshua, just like Moses’ general, and that the name “Jesus” is a Greek translation).

With very little to lose, a widow comes to public court every single day and demands justice from 
the admittedly bored judge. After a while the judge thinks to himself, if I don’t do something this 
woman will humiliate me in front of everyone. I give up. I will give a ruling in her favor.

The point we are given for this parable is: how much more will God—who certainly is not 
bored—make sure we have what we need. The widow’s persistence is therefore an example for 
all of us. 

But I have a crucial question which is in the background of these two examples. Did Jesus have 
someone supporting his arms as he spread them wide upon the cross? 

No? Jesus on the cross had come to a place to which Mother Teresa in our own time was called. 
Even though he was weary unto death and was no longer able to sense any presence of God what-
soever, he still prayed without ceasing. “Father, why have you abandoned me?” is one of the 
most riveting questions in history. It sets the stage for Mother Teresa’s persistence and fortitude 
throughout a life devoid of consolation. 

God’s love was strong enough to bring Jesus (and Mother Teresa) through when every assurance 
had been taken away. Jesus/Joshua stretched out his arms in the medieval position of prayer 
(arms lifted to God), and won a great victory just as Moses and the Old Testament Joshua had. In 
the process he opened his arms to us so that we can fall into them when we ourselves are so very 
weary and discouraged.

“The eternal God is your refuge,” Moses said.“Underneath are the everlasting arms” (Dt. 33:27). 
Can you trust these words?

This Week’s Scripture

Spiritual Life
The Rosary and the Missions

Shortly before midday, Pope Bene-
dict XVI appeared at the window of his 
study to pray the Angelus with pilgrims 
gathered in St. Peter's Square. Prior to 
the Marian prayer, the Pope spoke of 
today's Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary, 
and of missions to which this month of 
October is dedicated.

"The Rosary," said the Holy Fa-
ther, "is a means granted by the Vir-
gin to contemplate Jesus and, by 
meditating upon His life, to love Him 
and follow Him ever more faith-
fully." He also recalled how Mary in her 
various apparitions, and especially in 
that of Fatima, had "insistently recom-
mended the daily recitation of the Ro-
sary in order to obtain an end to war.

"We too," he added, "wish to ac-
cept the Virgin's maternal request, 
committing ourselves to the faithful 
recitation of the Rosary for peace in 
families, nations and the entire 
world. Yet we know that true peace 
is established where people and 
institutions open themselves to the 
Gospel, and the month of October 
helps us to recall this fundamental 
truth through [its] particular con-
cern for maintaining the missionary 
spirit alive in all communities, and 
for supporting the efforts of those 
people ... who work on the frontiers 
of the Church's mission."

The Pope recalled how the theme of 
this year's World Mission Day - to be 
celebrated on October 21 - is "all the 
Churches for all the world." He also 
highlighted the fact that "announcing 
the Gospel remains the Church's princi-
pal service to humanity, so as to offer 
the salvation of Christ to the men and 
women of our time, who suffer so many 
forms of humiliation and oppression, 
and to give a Christian orientation to the 
cultural, social and ethical changes that 
are taking place in the world.

"This year," he added, "there is 
another reason that encourages us 
to renewed missionary commit-
ment: the 50th anniversary of Ser-
vant of God Pius XII's Encyclical 
'Fidei donum' which promoted and 
encouraged cooperation between 
Churches for the 'ad gentes' mis-
sion."  Pope Benedict also recalled the 
150th anniversary of the arrival in Su-
dan with five priests and a layman of St. 
Daniel Comboni, "the future bishop of 
Central Africa, and patron saint of those 
people."

World Mission Sunday        
          On World Mission Sunday, the Church recog-
nizes its solidarity as “One Family in Mission.”  And 
what is that mission?  The fundamental mission of the 
Church is to “live the Gospel” - and by doing so, to 
announce the good news of salvation to the world.  The 
Church is the people of God - its mission must reach 
across boundaries of race, religion, and class to em-
brace all women and men; not just a designated few.

          If the Church is to live the full Gospel, then eve-
ryone in the Church must live the Gospel.  Evangeliza-
tion won’t happen if it is left solely to the clergy; it 
needs the support of all of us as sisters and brothers in 
the Lord.  The mission of each Christian is to live the 
“Good News” just as Jesus did.  St. Therese of Lisieux 
urged everyone to contemplate a God who draws us 
out of ourselves to serve others.  Being a Christian, 
and the mission of each Christian, is not a matter of 
simply fulfilling religious rituals, but of walking in the 
direction of human need as Jesus did.  But there is a 
cost to true discipleship.

          Following Jesus has always meant laying some-
thing down.  The first disciples laid down their nets.
Everyone must see what it is he or she must put down 
to follow Jesus.  This may be the most difficult form 
that faith can take.  It may also be the most impor-
tant.  Jesus always invites us to follow Him – to be on 
Mission.  Perhaps leaving and laying something down is 
the hardest part of following.  To a great degree, we 
find our security in the familiar, the way things are.
The longer we stay somewhere and do the same 
things, the more difficult it becomes to move or 
change.  To follow, we must have the faith to go.  All 
that Christ has for us will never be ours unless we have 
the faith to leave – to let go of the “status quo.”

          We must lay down the false images of our-
selves, no matter how comfortable they are.  We must 
lay down our cell phones and move away from our 
computers, and pick up our Christian prayer book.  We 
must lay down the belief in a world that strives after 
what does not satisfy, a world that glamorizes the triv-
ial and trivializes what really matters.  We must leave a 
world that opts for comfort over growth, easy answers 
over truth, and self-gratification over Love. We must 
lay down our grip on a world that allows its institutions 
to become greedy and inhuman by ignoring the needs 
of those Jesus called us to serve.  We must lay down 
our sense that we walk this journey of life on our own 
so that we can enter into the “Eucharist” which is a 
communion with God and others.

          There is no costless discipleship – but there is a 
promise.  The promise is that no matter what we leave 
or lay down, whatever it costs, it will be worth it.  What 
we gain far outweighs what we have given up.  Maybe 
you have always believed in Jesus.  But have you fol-
lowed Him?  He goes before you.  Go!  Follow Him!

          World Mission Sunday is a reminder that the 
entire world is our family and mission.  Each one of us 
has a duty and need to contribute to our immediate 
family in terms of love and service.  But that love and 
service should spill out into the world so that each one 
of us truly makes a difference.  Only then can the mis-
sion of the universal Church be fulfilled.

THE EUCHARIST, A MYSTERY TO BE CELEBRATED

"Truly, truly, I say to you, it was not Moses who gave 
you the bread from heaven;

my Father gives you the true bread from heaven" 
( Jn 6:32)

Lex orandi and lex credendi

34. The Synod of Bishops reflected at length on the intrinsic 
relationship between eucharistic faith and eucharistic cele-
bration, pointing out the connection between the lex orandi 
and the lex credendi , and stressing the primacy of the litur-
gical action . The Eucharist should be experienced as a mys-
tery of faith, celebrated authentically and with a clear aware-
ness that "the intellectus fidei  has a primordial relationship 
to the Church's liturgical action." (105) Theological reflection 
in this area can never prescind from the sacramental order 
instituted by Christ himself. On the other hand, the liturgical 
action can never be considered generically, prescinding from 
the mystery of faith. Our faith and the eucharistic liturgy 
both have their source in the same event: Christ's gift of 
himself in the Paschal Mystery.

Beauty and the liturgy

35. This relationship between creed and worship is evidenced 
in a particular way by the rich theological and liturgical cate-
gory of beauty. Like the rest of Christian Revelation, the 
liturgy is inherently linked to beauty: it is veritatis splendor. 
The liturgy is a radiant expression of the paschal mystery, in 
which Christ draws us to himself and calls us to communion. 
As Saint Bonaventure would say, in Jesus we contemplate 
beauty and splendour at their source. (106) This is no mere 
aestheticism, but the concrete way in which the truth of 
God's love in Christ encounters us, attracts us and delights 
us, enabling us to emerge from ourselves and drawing us 
towards our true vocation, which is love. (107) God allows 
himself to be glimpsed first in creation, in the beauty and 
harmony of the cosmos (cf. Wis  13:5; Rom 1:19- 20). In the 
Old Testament we see many signs of the grandeur of God's 
power as he manifests his glory in his wondrous deeds 
among the Chosen People (cf. Ex 14; 16:10; 24:12-18; Num
14:20- 23). In the New Testament this epiphany of beauty 
reaches definitive fulfilment in God's revelation in Jesus 
Christ: (108) Christ is the full manifestation of the glory of 
God. In the glorification of the Son, the Father's glory shines 
forth and is communicated (cf. Jn 1:14; 8:54; 12:28; 17:1). 
Yet this beauty is not simply a harmony of proportion and 
form; "the fairest of the sons of men" (Ps 45[44]:3) is also, 
mysteriously, the one "who had no form or comeliness that 
we should look at him, and no beauty that we should desire 
him" (Is 53:2). Jesus Christ shows us how the truth of love 
can transform even the dark mystery of death into the radi-
ant light of the resurrection. Here the splendour of God's 
glory surpasses all worldly beauty. The truest beauty is the 
love of God, who definitively revealed himself to us in the 
paschal mystery.

October 24th

St. Anthony Mary Claret
Today the Church cele-

brates the optional memorial 
of St. Anthony Claret, bishop, 
the founder of the Missionary 
Sons of the Immaculate Heart 
of Mary. Anthony Mary Claret 
died in the Cistercian monas-
tery at Fontfroide in France 
on this date in 1870. He was 
canonized in 1950 and listed 
in the Roman Calendar in 
1960. 

Anthony was born at 
Salent in the Diocese of Vich 
in Catalonia, Spain, in the 
year in which Napoleon in-
vaded Spain. He was trained 
for manual labor, since his 
father was a weaver, but in 
1829 he entered the seminary at Vich. Ordained to the priesthood 
in 1835, he was assigned as pastor in his home parish. Later he went 
to Rome to work for the Propagation of the Faith. He also entered 
the novitiate of the Jesuits but had to leave because of ill health, so 
he returned to Spain and was assigned as pastor of a parish. His 
apostolate consisted of rural preaching, conferences for the clergy 
and publications (he wrote more than 150 books). Because of his 
successful apostolate he aroused the animosity of some of the 
clergy and as a result he left Catalonia for the Canary Islands 
(1848). After a year he returned to Catalonia and resumed his 
preaching apostolate.

In 1849 Anthony gathered together five priests who formed 
the basis of the Missionary Sons of the Immaculate Heart of Mary 
(popularly known as Claretians). At the suggestion of the Queen of 
Spain, Isabella II, Anthony was named archbishop of Santiago, 
Cuba (1850). For the next seven years he made pastoral visitations, 
preached against the slavery of the Negroes, and regularized nu-
merous marriages. As a result of his activity he was frequently 
threatened with death and on one occasion an attempt was actu-
ally made on his life. In 1857 he was recalled to Spain as confessor to 
the queen. In this way he was able to exert some influence in the 
naming of bishops, set up a center of ecclesiastical studies at the 
Escorial, and work towards the recognition of religious orders in 
Spain. In 1869 he was in Rome, preparing for the First Vatican 
Council. He followed Isabella II into exile and at the insistence of 
the Spanish ambassador, was placed under house arrest in the 
Cistercian monastery at Fontfroide, where he died at the age of 63. 
His remains were ultimately returned to Vich.

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“You must offend our Lord God no more for He is already greatly offended.”

On 13 October 1917 the children of Fatima, surrounded by a crowd of 70.000 
persons under a torrential rain, received the final public vision of our Lady.  
Lucia asked the Lady who appeared before them: “Madame, who are you 
and what do you want from me?” The Lady answered: "I am the Lady of 
the Rosary, and I desire that a chapel be built in my honor in this place. 
People must continue to pray the Rosary every day. The war will end 
soon and the soldiers will return to their homes." “I have so many things to 
ask you” Lucia said. The Lady replied "I will grant some of them, the oth-
ers—no." Assuming a sadder air, the Lady said: “Men must offend our Lord 
no more, and they must ask pardon for their sins, for God is already so 
greatly offended.”

Then She opened her hands again and She launched a ray of light in the di-
rection of the sun as Lucy shouted that they should look at the sun. At this 
point the promised sign happened, Lucy shouted to look at the sun, the rain 
stopped suddenly and there appeared an exceptionally bright sun but not 
dazzling. The sun began to turn as if projecting in each direction bands of 
light of each color that lit and colored the clouds, the sky, the trees, and the 
crowd. It stayed for some moments then it went back to its normal position, it 
stayed still for a small while and then it happened again. Suddenly it looked 
as if it stood out from the sky to fall headlong on the crowd, that was looking 
terrorized, they fell to their knees and begged mercy. Meanwhile the children 
saw a Lady dressed like the white of the sun with a blue cope, St. Joseph with 
the Child Jesus that blessed the world. Then after this vision they saw The Lord 
bless the world, standing next to Our Lady of Sorrows. After these visions the 
Lady of Mt Carmel finished the miracle. The people then became aware that 
there clothes were completely dried. 

One of the principal anti-clerical publications of the day was O Dia, a major Lisbon newspaper. On October 17th, O Dia 
reported the following: 

At one o'clock in the afternoon, midday by the sun, the rain stopped. The sky, pearly gray 
in color, illuminated the vast arid landscape with a strange light. The sun had a transpar-
ent gauzy veil so that eyes could easily be fixed upon it. The gray mother-of-pearl tone 
turned into a sheet of silver which broke up as the clouds were torn apart and the silver 
sun, enveloped in the same gauzy gray light, was seen to whirl and turn in the circle of bro-
ken clouds. A cry went up from every mouth and people fell on their knees on the muddy 
ground. The light turned a beautiful blue as if it had come through the stained-glass win-
dows of a cathedral and spread itself over the people who knelt with outstretched hands. 
The blue faded slowly and then the light seemed to pass through yellow glass. Yellow stains 
fell against white handkerchiefs, against the dark skirts of women. They were reported on 
the trees, on the stones and on the serra. People wept and prayed with uncovered heads in 
the presence of the miracle they had awaited.

      Francisco died on 4 April 1919 and Jacinta died on 20 Februrary 1920. Before she died, little Jacinta revealed little-
known but remarkable statements made by Our Lady. Here are just some of them: 

�?�� More souls go to hell because of sins of the flesh than for any other reason.

�?�� Certain fashions will be introduced that will offend Our Lord very much.

�?�� Many marriages are not good; they do not please Our Lord and are not of God.

�?�� Priests must be pure, very pure. They should not busy themselves with anything except what concerns the Church and 
souls. The disobedience of priests to their superiors and to the Holy Father is very displeasing to Our Lord.

�?�� The Blessed Mother can no longer restrain the hand of her Divine Son from striking the world with just punishment for 
its many crimes.

�?�� Tell everybody that God gives graces through the Immaculate Heart of Mary. tell them to ask graces from her, and 
that the Heart of Jesus wishes to be venerated together with the Immaculate Heart of Mary. .

Lucy entered the Convent of the Sisters of St Dorothy to learn to read and write; After some time, Lucy left the Sisters of 
St. Dorothy and entered the Carmel of St. Teresa in Coimbra, where she remained to her death in 2005. 

Sr. Lucia wrote two books, one entitled Memories and another entitled Calls of the Message of Fatima.

On December 10, 1925, sister Lucy received an apparition by the Child Jesus and the Virgin Mary in her convent cell. The 
Holy Virgin showed her a Heart surrounded by thorns, Our Lady said to her:

"See, My daughter, My heart surrounded by thorns with which ungrateful men pierce 
it at every moment by their blasphemies and ingratitude. Do you, at least, try to 
console me and announce in my name that I promise to assist at the hour of death 
with the graces necessary for Salvation all those who, on the First Saturday of five 
consecutive months, go to Confession and Receive Holy Communion, recite the Ro-
sary and keep me company for a quarter of an hour while meditating on the mys-
teries of the Rosary with the intention of making reparation.” 

As Our Lady said at the apparition of 13 July 1917, "I shall come to ask for the consecration of Russia". She did this on 13 
June 1929, when She appeared to Lucy in the Chapel of the Dorothean Sisters, in the town of Tuy. Lucy said: 

"I had sought and obtained permission from my 
superiors and confessor to make a Holy Hour from 
eleven o'clock until midnight, every Thursday to 
Friday night. 

       Being alone one night, I knelt near the altar 
rails in the middle of the chapel and, prostrate, I 
prayed the prayers of the Angel. Feeling tired, I 
then stood up and continued to say the prayers 
with my arms in the form of a cross. The only light 
was that of the sanctuary lamp. Suddenly the 
whole chapel was illumined by a supernatural 
light, and above the altar appeared a cross of 
light, reaching to the ceiling. In a brighter light on 
the upper part of the cross, could be seen the face 
of a man and his body as far as the waist; upon his 
breast was a dove of light; nailed to the cross was 
the body of another man. A little below the waist, 
I could see a chalice and a large host suspended in 
the air, on to which drops of blood were falling 
from the face of Jesus Crucified and from the 
wound in His side. These drops ran down on to the 
host and fell into the chalice. Beneath the right 
arm of the cross was Our Lady and in her hand 
was her Immaculate Heart. (it was Our Lady of 
Fatima, with her Immaculate Heart in her left 
hand, without sword or roses, but with a crown of thorns and flames). Under the left arm of 
the cross, large letters, -as if of crystal clear water which ran down upon the altar, formed 
these words: "Grace and Mercy". I understood that it was the Mystery of the Most Holy Trin-
ity which was shown to me, and I received lights about this mystery which I am not permit-
ted to reveal. 

Our Lady then said to me: "The moment has come in which God asks the Holy Father, 
in union with all the Bishops of the world, to make the consecration of Russia to my 
Immaculate Heart, promising to save it by this means. There are so many souls 
whom the justice of God condemns for sins committed against me, that I have come 
to ask reparation: sacrifice yourself for this intention and pray."

The Consecration according to the plan of our Lady was finally made by Pope John Paul II on March 25, 1984. This 
consecration was done in union with all the Bishops of the world, as our Lady had requested.  Previous Popes had tried to 
make the Consecration but were unsuccessful in fulfilling our Lady’s request that it be done “in union with all the Bishops.”

The message of Our Lady at Fatima, however, is far from over. As long as violence continues to reign in the world; as 
long as sin abounds unchecked in the hearts of men and women; as long as the world continues on its perilous path to perdi-
tion, then the work of Our Lady remains unfulfilled. It is up to us to heed her call—to pray the Rosary daily, to amend our 
lives, and to “offend God no more—for He is already greatly offended.”
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
