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by Joan Roughgarden, author of Evolution and Christian Faith; Reflections of an Evolutionary Biologist (2006). She 
has been a professor of evolutionary biology at Stanford University since 1972, and is an active member at 
St. Gregory of Nyssa Church in San Francisco. 
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           The readings for the first Sunday in Advent are especially provocative 
to someone like me whose life work lies in ecology and evolutionary biology. The 
readings in both the Hebrew and Christian Testaments develop a vision of life in 
heaven, and of our prospects for ever going to heaven. My calling lies in how to 
make our present life, and the earth we live in day to day, as much like heaven as 
possible. And so the readings for this Sunday lead me to ponder why life on this 
earth seems so far removed from the conditions described for our life hereafter.

           In the Hebrew Testament reading, the prophet Isaiah foretells of an 
existence where "peoples shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears 
into pruning hooks; [and] nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither 
shall they learn war any more."

           Why can't we do this now? Why must we wait for the Kingdom of 
Heaven to experience this vision of peace? Is there something lodged in our biol-
ogy beyond our control that prevents us from attaining this vision here on earth? 
Or could we all just simply agree to make peace now and for ever more, and have 
failed to do so merely because we haven't had the will or the social institutions to 
accomplish this end? If war is in our biology, the prospects for peace on earth 
seem bleak.

           Alas, biologists tell us that conflict is indeed in our genes, and war is 
merely one manifestation of our essential nature. I find that theologians simply 
concede such scientific pronouncements and then contemplate how best to live in 
light of these "realities." But as a biologist, I wonder whether my colleagues are 
correct? Yes, of course conflict is evident throughout the natural world, but is con-
flict all there is to the natural world? Or, is peaceful cooperation also a biological 
possibility?

           Consider instead the vision of St. Paul. In his first letter to the Corin-
thians St. Paul teaches that through sharing the bread of holy communion and 
through baptism Christians become one in body. St. Paul explains that the body 
has many interdependent parts, and no part can quit or be kicked out. This theme 
of a diverse community as one organic body, with each part different from one 
another yet essential to the whole, runs throughout St. Paul’s teachings, and yet 
also runs throughout evolutionary biology and ecology today.

           Indeed, many species seem to live their lives exactly as St. Paul envi-
sions. These are species in which it is hard to distinguish one individual from an-
other. In fact, the possibility of conflict and war traces to emphasizing individual-
ism over community. Species vary on how much individualism they exhibit. Here 
are just two examples.

           Mushrooms spring up from a network of tiny tubes in the ground. Nu-
clei, the little sacs within cells where the genes occur, shuttle back and forth 
through the tubes. A 2,400-acre site in eastern Oregon has had a contiguous 
growth of underground tubes estimated to be 2,200 years old. Imagine a single 
living structure 2,400 acres big, a gigantic body with millions of more-or-less 
autonomous parts. Or consider a "super-colony'' of the red wood ant on a coastal 
plain in Hokkaido, Japan which has 306 million workers and over a million queens 
living in 45,000 interconnected nests across a territory of 2.7 square km.

           Of course, there's still some conflict even within giant networks of 
mushrooms or giant colonies of ants. Maybe they haven't completely melted their 
swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruning hooks, but they've made 
progress. Our species too can do better at keeping the peace, if the success at 
managing individualism seen in other species can be taken as a guide, and if we 
can fix as our goal the communitarian vision of St. Paul that we are all of one 
body…...

And the readings from the Christian Testament also resonate with me. In the 
Gospel of Matthew, Jesus teaches, "Keep awake therefore, for you do not know on 
what day your Lord is coming. But understand this: if the owner of the house had 
known in what part of the night the thief was coming, he would have stayed awake 
and would not have let his house be broken into. Therefore you also must be ready, 
for the Son of Man is coming at an unexpected hour."

           Many in the environmental community have feared that Christians 
would use the tone of this passage as an excuse to avoid caring for their environ-
ment, would stand by and let the earth heat up through global warming, and pas-
sively watch the extinction of species as the forests they live in are cut. Many envi-
ronmentalists fear that Christians avoid heeding their responsibility to care for their 
Garden of Eden, expecting that the second coming will save them just in time, 
yanking them from the earth into heaven just before the earth goes up in flames. 
It's a fact of our times that mistrust between scientists, including environmentalists, 
and persons of faith has never been greater.

           But let's reflect on Jesus' teaching a little more. Jesus says the second 
coming could be tomorrow, sure, but also could be anytime, perhaps a very long 
time from now. That's the point, the coming is unpredictable, like the coming of the 
thief at night. So, be kind and loving now, because the second coming could be to-
morrow and this is your last chance to do the right thing, and be kind and loving 
forever, because the second coming could be an eternity from now, and this is how 
to make life on our own earth as near as possible to life in heaven.

A Word to the Wise…...

On December 7th, New Line Cin-
ema will release a film called “The 
Golden Compass”  based on Philip 
Pullman’s His Dark Materials trilogy. 
The books are vehemently anti-
Catholic and anti-God but the movie 
has been altered somewhat. .

Philip Pullman is an avowed 
atheist who wrote his novels in an ef-
fort to draw readers into an atheistic 
worldview.

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The structure of the Eucharistic Celebration

43. After mention-
ing the more sig-
nificant elements 
of the ars celebrandi 
that emerged dur-
ing the Synod, I 
would now like to 
turn to some spe-
cific aspects of the 
structure of the 
Eucharistic celebra-
tion which require 
special attention at 
the present time, if 

we are to remain faithful to the underlying intention 
of the liturgical renewal called for by the Second 
Vatican Council, in continuity with the great ecclesial 
tradition.

The intrinsic unity of the liturgical action

44. First of all, there is a need to reflect on the inher-
ent unity of the rite of Mass. Both in catechesis and 
in the actual manner of celebration, one must avoid 
giving the impression that the two parts of the rite 
are merely juxtaposed. The liturgy of the word and 
the Eucharistic liturgy, with the rites of introduction 
and conclusion, "are so closely interconnected that 
they form but one single act of worship." (132) 
There is an intrinsic bond between the word of God 
and the Eucharist. From listening to the word of 
God, faith is born or strengthened (cf. Rom 10:17); in 
the Eucharist the Word made flesh gives himself to 
us as our spiritual food. (133) Thus, "from the two 
tables of the word of God and the Body of Christ, 
the Church receives and gives to the faithful the 
bread of life." (134) Consequently it must constantly 
be kept in mind that the word of God, read and pro-
claimed by the Church in the liturgy, leads to the 
Eucharist as to its own connatural end.

St. Ambrose
December 7th

St. Ambrose (340-397) was born at Treves in Gaul, a 
territory which embraced modern 
France, Britain, Spain, and part 
of Africa. He studied in Rome and 
later became governor of Liguria 
and Aemelia with residence at 
Milan. While supervising the elec-
tion of a new bishop of Milan in 
374, he himself was suddenly 
acclaimed the bishop. He was 
only a catechumen at the time. 
He was ordained a priest and 
consecrated a bishop on Dec. 7. 
He wrote much on the Scriptures 
and Fathers, preached a homily 
every Sunday, resisted the inter-
ference of the secular powers 
with the rights of the Church, 
opposed the heretics, and was 
instrumental in bringing about 
the conversion of St. Augustine. 
He composed many hymns, pro-
moted sacred chant, and took a great interest in the Lit-
urgy. 

Around the year 333 Ambrose was born at Trier, the 
child of a noble Roman family. After his father's death he 
went to Rome, and was soon appointed consul with resi-
dence at Milan. While attempting to settle a dispute be-
tween the Arians and Catholics over the choice of a 
bishop, he himself was chosen, although only a catechu-
men at the time. Thereupon he devoted himself whole-
heartedly to the study of theology, and gave his posses-
sions to the poor. He was an illustrious preacher, and 
through his sermons brought Augustine to the faith and 
baptized him.

Candid and fearless no matter how strong the opposi-
tion, Ambrose was directed to confront Maximus, the 
murderer of the Emperor Gratian. When Maximus refused 
to do penance, Ambrose excommunicated him. Later he 
denied Emperor Theodosius entrance into church for his 
massacre of the inhabitants of Thessalonica. It was on 
this occasion that allusion was made to [King] David as a 
murderer and adulterer, and Ambrose retorted: "You 
have followed him in sin, now follow him in repentance." 
Humbly, Theodosius accepted the penance imposed.

We often meet this saint in the Divine Office as a 
teacher and as an inspired composer of hyms (fourteen of 
the hymns attributed to him are definitely authentic, true 
pearls of religious poetry). His writings are vibrant with 
ancient Christian liturgical spirit, for his life was wholly 
rooted in mystery and sacrament. We can profit greatly 
by reading Ambrose's works. He is one of the four great 
Latin Doctors of the Church.
