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Gifts and Giving

               Again this week’s Gospel for Ordinary Time is anything but ordinary. Instead, the 
story is fast-moving and terse, and it gives us a revealing portrait of Jesus.

In the Gospel for the 11th Sunday we see Jesus as a man both of deep compassion and 
also of action.

The compassion is easy to notice.

At the sight of the crowds, Jesus’ heart was moved with pity for them because they were 
troubled and abandoned,

like sheep without a shepherd.

It is a touching picture of real emotion in response to real problems. Jesus notices people both their 
pains and also their hilarity (the short man who climbed a tree in order to see Jesus over the crowds).

God, whose inner being is love, is completely revealed in Jesus. God said to the Israelites,

“You have seen for yourself how . . . I bore you up on eagle wings and brought you here to 
myself. . . . If you keep my covenant you shall be my special possession, dearer to me than all 
other people” [First Reading].

Jesus is himself the very covenant that his Father speaks of.

The Church chose Sunday’s Responsorial Psalm to emphasize what people are like when they have a shep-
herd. They “sing joyfully to the Lord” and proclaim that they are “the sheep of his flock.” Jesus certainly 
knew this psalm, perhaps by heart, so no wonder he was moved with pity at the sight of the crowds.* His 
love is the kind that you and I want to receive.

Jesus was also a man of action. St. Ignatius Loyola observed that love is shown more in deeds than in just 
words. We see this borne out in the remainder of Sunday’s Gospel. Jesus’ pity moves him immediately into 
deeds. He sends out the twelve disciples to drive out unclean spirits and heal every disease.

Notice, this is a plan rather than just a bright idea. Jesus had been doing these things himself, going out to 
the cities, proclaiming the good news of the Kingdom and healing diseases. Now it is time to mobilize the 
disciples to do the same thing. His compassion is to be their driving force too.

Most of us know already how difficult it was for these apostles to learn Jesus’ empathy and his resulting 
action. They were not dense, they were just human beings like us, slow of heart, slow in action. Jesus’ grand 
plan is not just an organizational chart, so it takes a lot of growth to let it in. He summarizes its essence in 
the last sentence of our Gospel reading Sunday.

“Without cost you have received; without cost you are to give.”

To say it another way, God has given you everything you are. You did not have to bargain for it or pay some 
outrageous price. God loves you as you are. If you ever let knowledge of this gift into yourself, you too will 
be filled with compassion and you will desire to give to others what you have received. You are so loved by 
God that generosity is the only response that makes sense.

in conclusion, say three times:
Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy 
Immortal On, have mercy on us 
and on the whole world. 

Seeking and Finding His Heart of Love
We are commanded to: "Love the Lord Thy God, 
with thy whole  mind, thy whole  heart and thy whole 
soul…"

Notice the use of the word "whole" in each com-
mand! This means that, to truly  love Him, our entire 
lives  are to be, day by single day, a continuing Act 
of Love, for Him , in which we offer every action, 
every care, all our joys and sufferings and good 
works for the intentions of His Sacred Heart: the 
salvation of souls, the conversion of sinners, and the 
release of the souls in Purgatory.

This is what He means by our whole mind, whole 
heart and whole soul! Love beyond  ordinary human 
love: "Love me more-oh, much more!-than hu-
man beings love one another."  (M.T. no.134). 
Why does He ask this? Because, as He says, "A love 
that does not exaggerate is not love; it is affection." 
And our greatest  effort cannot even approach the 
suffering of His Sacrifice.

Two more reasons He wishes to be loved: "I desire to be loved; I crave the 
love of my creatures! When they will come to love Me, they will no longer 
offend Me. When two people really love each other, they never offend each 
other." (C.B., p.98)

"Nothing is wanting in my heavenly beatitude, which is infinite, but I yearn 
for souls….I thirst for them, and want to save them." (J.M., p. 377)

There is an old saying applied to good people: "To know him is to love him." How 
true this is in Our Lord's case! Yet, hear now Our Lord's complaint and yearning:

"Ah! If only they [souls] knew my Heart….mankind is ignorant of Its 
mercy and goodness; that is my greatest sorrow." (J.M., p.32)

Again: [Mary:] "O! If only souls knew Him better, they would love Him so 
much more."  (J.M., p.322)

The best way to learn to know Him is by offering Him acts of love and through 
fervent, unceasing prayer expressing the desire  to truly  know Him so that we may 
love Him better. "Your actions will have more value in proportion as you in-
crease in love." (C.B., p. 99)

We then wait as He grants us the graces to come closer to His Heart. Over time 
this may produce the fruit we desire. HE wants this communication as much as we 
desire it:: " Ah, if souls only understood how ardently I desire to communicate 
Myself to them! But how few do understand….and how deeply this wounds 
My Heart." (J.M. p.109)

"They [souls] have not understood My Heart. For it is their very destitu-
tion and failings that incline My goodness toward them. And when acknowl-
edging their helplessness and weakness, they humble themselves and have 
recourse to Me trustfully, then indeed they give me more glory than before 
their fault." (J.M., p.208)

If we can learn to love Him more than a wife, husband , children, brothers, sis-
ters, grandparents, we will approach total unity with His Sacred Heart. Who among 
us loves Him to that degree now?

We are not to be discouraged, however, if we do not achieve all we wish in desir-
ing and loving Him. He only expects us to do the best we can. As He has said to an-
other holy nun, another victim soul of the 20th century, Sister Josefa Menendez: “I 
want souls so much to understand this! It is not the action in itself that is of value; it 
is the intention with which it is done.” (Emphasis added) (J.M., p.213)

He will supply whatever is lacking from His bountiful, loving Heart and thus per-
fect our desire and love for Him. Begin today to desire Him with your whole heart. 
May He grant you the grace to find Him and love Him as He wishes to be loved.

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CONCLUSION

94. Dear brothers and sisters, the Eucharist is at the root of 
every form of holiness, and each of us is called to the fullness of 
life in the Holy Spirit. How many saints have advanced along 
the way of perfection thanks to their Eucharistic devotion! From 
Saint Ignatius of Antioch to Saint Augustine, from Saint An-
thony Abbot to Saint Benedict, from Saint Francis of Assisi to 
Saint Thomas Aquinas, from Saint Clare of Assisi to Saint Cath-
erine of Siena, from Saint Paschal Baylon to Saint Peter Julian 
Eymard, from Saint Alphonsus Liguori to Blessed Charles de 
Foucauld, from Saint John Mary Vianney to Saint Thérèse of 
Lisieux, from Saint Pius of Pietrelcina to Blessed Teresa of Cal-
cutta, from Blessed Piergiorgio Frassati to Blessed Ivan Merz, to 
name only a few, holiness has always found its centre in the 
sacrament of the Eucharist.

This most holy mystery thus needs to be firmly believed, 
devoutly celebrated and intensely lived in the Church. Jesus' gift 
of himself in the sacrament which is the memorial of his passion 
tells us that the success of our lives is found in our participation 
in the trinitarian life offered to us truly and definitively in him. 
The celebration and worship of the Eucharist enable us to draw 
near to God's love and to persevere in that love until we are 
united with the Lord whom we love. The offering of our lives, 
our fellowship with the whole community of believers and our 
solidarity with all men and women are essential aspects of that
logiké latreía, spiritual worship, holy and pleasing to God (cf. 
Rom 12:1), which transforms every aspect of our human exis-
tence, to the glory of God. I therefore ask all pastors to spare no 
effort in promoting an authentically Eucharistic Christian spiri-
tuality. Priests, deacons and all those who carry out a Eucharis-
tic ministry should always be able to find in this service, exer-
cised with care and constant preparation, the strength and in-
spiration needed for their personal and communal path of sanc-
tification. I exhort the lay faithful, and families in particular, to 
find ever anew in the sacrament of Christ's love the energy 
needed to make their lives an authentic sign of the presence of 
the risen Lord. I ask all consecrated men and women to show by 
their Eucharistic lives the splendor and the beauty of belonging 
totally to the Lord.

95. At the beginning of the fourth century, Christian wor-
ship was still forbidden by the imperial authorities. Some Chris-
tians in North Africa, who felt bound to celebrate the Lord's 
Day, defied the prohibition. They were martyred after declaring 
that it was not possible for them to live without the Eucharist, 
the food of the Lord: sine dominico non possumus. (252) May 
these martyrs of Abitinae, in union with all those saints and be-
ati who made the Eucharist the centre of their lives, intercede 
for us and teach us to be faithful to our encounter with the risen 
Christ. We too cannot live without partaking of the sacrament 
of our salvation; we too desire to be iuxta dominicam viventes, 
to reflect in our lives what we celebrate on the Lord's Day. That 
day is the day of our definitive deliverance. Is it surprising, then, 
that we should wish to live every day in that newness of life 
which Christ has brought us in the mystery of the Eucharist?

Saint of the Week

St. Anthony of Padua
the Wonderworker

June 13
In Anthony we have one of the most popular saints in 

the Church, the one that Catholics pray to more than any 
other saint, the patron of lost things and numerous other 
causes. In Brazil, he is considered a general of the army; he is 
the patron of the poor and has been recognized as a won-
der-worker from the moment of his death.

He was born in Portugal and entered the Augustinian 
monastery of Sao Vicente in Lisbon when he was fifteen. 
When news of the Franciscan martyrs in Morocco reached 
him, he joined the Franciscans at Coimbra. At his own re-
quest, he was sent as a missionary to Morocco, but he be-
came ill, and on his return journey his boat was driven off 
course and he landed in Sicily. He took part in St. Francis' 
famous Chapter of Mats in 1221 and was assigned to the 
Franciscan province of Romagna.

He became a preacher by accident. When a scheduled 
preacher did not show 
up for an ordination 
ceremony at Forli, the 
Franciscan superior told 
Anthony to go into the 
pulpit. His eloquence 
stirred everyone, and 
he was assigned to 
preach throughout 
northern Italy. Because 
of his success in convert-
ing heretics, he was 
called the "Hammer of 
Heretics" and because 
of his learning, St. Fran-
cis himself appointed 
him a teacher of theol-
ogy. St. Anthony of Padua was such a forceful preacher that 
shops closed when he came to town, and people stayed all 
night in church to be present for his sermons. He became 
associated with Padua because he made this city his resi-
dence and the center of his great preaching mission.

After a series of Lenten sermons in 1231, Anthony's 
strength gave out and he went into seclusion at Camposan-
piero but soon had to be carried back to Padua. He did not 
reach the city but was taken to the Poor Clare convent at 
Arcella, where he died. He was thirty-six years old, and the 
whole city of Padua turned out in mourning for his passing.

He was canonized within a year of his death and was 
declared a Doctor of the Church by Pope Pius XII in 1946.
