This true light is needed more today perhaps than ever before. Our world is three
guarters pagan or neo-pagan. The neo-pagans are those who once were Christians
but abandoned their religion, sometimes through their own fault, but more often than
not, because of the bad example they were given by their fellow Christians. These are
worse off spiritually than the pagans who have never heard of Christ or the true God.
These latter have at least some idols, some ancestral deities, to whom they pay re-
spect. The neo-pagans have only themselves to venerate, and they can find little
spiritual uplift in this form of religion.

PAUL THE APOSTLE

A large majority of today's teenagers, in most so-called Christian countries, have
come to despise, or at least to neglect, the religion of their ancestors. In most cases
the cause of this is that Christianity was never really put into practice in their own
homes. There are cases of very black sheep coming out of very white Christian
homes, but these are cases of weak personality—they prefer to follow the mob rather
than try to force their way against it. On the whole, the decline of religion among to-
day's youth is due to bad example from their elders.

In today's gospel message, our Lord is asking each one of us to be a fearless apostle.
We will be, if we live up to our religion at home and abroad. "Have no fear of men,"
He tells us, "don't mind what your fellowmen think of you, if you object to obscene
language in your work-place. Don't fear what will be thought of you if you say your
grace before and after meals in a public restaurant or hotel. Don't take that extra
drink just because your companions at the party might ridicule your control ..."

MARTIN OF TOURS AND ST.
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These acts and many others like them, may seem trivial to some but they are giving
testimony to the faith that is in us. Those who scoff at such things at first, may begin
later to look into their own hearts, and come to realize what it is to be a man of prin-
ciple. Eventually they may become men of principle themselves.

Let us remember our Lord's promise "Everyone who acknowledges me before men, |
also will acknowledge before my Father who is in heaven."

Notice the use of the word "whole" in each com-
mand! This means that, to truly love Him,
lives areto be, day by single day, a continuing Act
of Love, for Him , in which we offer every action,
every care, all our joys and sufferings and good
works for the intentions of His Sacred Heart: the
salvation of souls, the conversion of sinners, and the
release of the souls in Purgatory.

This is what He means by our whole mind, whole
heart and whole soul! Love
love: "Love me more-oh, much more!-than hu-
man beings love one another." (M.T. no.134).
Why does He ask this? Because, as He says, "A love
that does not exaggerate is not love; it is affection.”
And our greatest effort cannot even approach the
suffering of His Sacrifice.

Two more reasons He wishes to be loved: "| desire to be loved; | crave the
love of my creatures! When they will come to love Me, they will no longer
offend Me. When two people really love each other, they never offend each
other." (C.B., p.98)

"Nothing is wanting in my heavenly beatitude, which is infinite, but | yearn
for souls....I thirst for them, and want to save them." J.M,, p. 377)

There is an old saying applied to good people: "To know him is to love him." How
true this is in Our Lord's case! Yet, hear now Our Lord's complaint and yearning:

"Ah! If only they [souls] knew my Heart....mankind is ignorant of Its
mercy and goodness; that is my greatest sorrow." .M., p.32)

Again: [Mary:]  "O! If only souls knew Him better, they would love Him so
much more." (J.M., p.322)

The best way to learn to know Him is by offering Him acts of love and through
fervent, unceasing prayer expressing the desire to truly know Him so that we may
love Him better.  "Your actions will have more value in proportion as you in-
crease in love." (C.B., p.99)

We then wait as He grants us the graces to come closer to His Heart. Over time
dshis may produce the fruit we desire. HE wants this communication as much as we
desire it:: " Ah, if souls only understood how ardently | desire to communicate
Myself to them! But how few do understand....and how deeply this wounds
My Heart."  (J.M. p.109)

"They [souls] have not understood My Heart. For it is their very destitu-
tion and failings that incline My goodness toward them. And when acknowl-
edging their helplessness and weakness, they humble themselves and have
recourse to Me trustfully, then indeed they give me more glory than before
their fault.” (J.M., p.208)

If we can learn to love Him more than a wife, husband , children, brothers, sis-
ters, grandparents, we will approach total unity with His Sacred Heart. Who among
us loves Him to that degree now?

We are not to be discouraged, however, if we do not achieve all we wish in desir-
ing and loving Him. He only expects us to do the best we can. As He has said to an-
other holy nun, another victim soul of the 20th century, Sister Josefa Menendez: “|
want souls so much to understand this! It is not the action in itself that is of value; it
is the intention with which it is done.” (Emphasis added) (J.M., p.213)

He will supply whatever is lacking from His bountiful, loving Heart and thus per-
fect our desire and love for Him. Begin today to desire Him with your whole heart.
May He grant you the grace to find Him and love Him as He wishes to be loved.

Dressing Modestly

As the weather warms up, fami-
lies across Northeast Pennsylvania will
begin to put away their winter clothing in
anticipation of summer heat. As anyone
who has gone summer clothes shopping
recently can attest, outfitting you and
your family in modest summer wear is a
daunting task. Be that as it may, Chris-
tian parents should avoid the temptation
to simply go along with current trends.
Will looking for modest clothing involve
more time and effort than simply buying
what's on most racks this summer?
Probably. Is it worth the effort? Abso-
lutely.

Consider what paragraph 2522
of the Catechism of the Catholic Church
has to say about modesty:

“Modesty protects the mystery of per-
sons and their love. It encourages
patience and moderation in loving
relationships; it requires that the con-
ditions for the definitive giving and
commitment of man and woman to
one another be fulfiled. Modesty is
decency. It inspires one’s choice of
clothing. It keeps silence or reserve
where there is evident risk of un-
healthy curiosity. It is discreet.”

When we dress immodestly, we
unwittingly invite others to look at us in a
way that violates our innate dignity as
men and women created in the image and
likeness of God. Modesty in dress protects
this dignity while also showing others that
we respect them enough to not lead them
into unhealthy curiosity. So commit to
dressing yourself and your family mod-
estly this summer and let clothing and
swimwear retailers know that you appre-
ciate their modest options.

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Saint of the Week

June 26th - St. Josemaria Escriva de Balaguer

St. Josemaria Escriva was born in Barbastro, Spain, on January 9, 1902. He had five siblings:
Carmen (1899-1957) and Santiago (1919-1994) and three younger sisters who died when
they were small children. His parents, José and Dolores, gave their children a deep Christian
education.
In 1915, José Escriva's business failed and he found other work, which required the family to
move to Logrono. It was as a teenager in Logrono that Josemaria for the first time sensed his
vocation. Moved by the sight of footprints left in the snow by a barefoot friar, he sensed that
God was asking something of him, though he did not know exactly what it was. He thought
becoming a priest would help him discover and fulffill this calling from God, so he began to
prepare for the priesthood, first in Logrono and later in Saragossa.
Josemaria's father died in 1924, leaving him as head of the family. After his ordination in
1925, he began his ministry in a rural parish, and subsequently continued it in Saragossa. In
1927, Fr. Josemaria's bishop gave him permission to move to Madrid to obtain his doctorate
in law.

On October 2, 1928, during a spiritual retreat, Fr. Josemaria saw what it was that God was asking of him: to found Opus
Dei, a way of sanctification in daily work and in the fulfillment of the Christian's ordinary duties. From then on he worked on
carrying out this task, meanwhile continuing his priestly ministry, particularly to the poor and the sick. During these early years
of Opus Dei, he was also studying at the University of Madrid and teaching classes in order to support his family. When the Civil
War broke out in Madrid, religious persecution forced Fr. Josemaria to exercise his priestly ministry clandestinely and to move
from place to place seeking refuge. Eventually, he was able to leave the Spanish capital; and, after a harrowing escape across
the Pyrenees, he took up residence in Burgos. When the war concluded in 1939, he returned to Madrid and finally obtained his
doctorate in law. In the years that followed he gave many retreats to laity, priests, and religious, and continued working assidu-
ously to develop Opus Dei.

In 1946 Fr. Josemaria took up residence in Rome. During his years in Rome, he obtained a doctorate in Theology from the
Lateran University and was appointed by Pope Pius Xl as a consultor to two Vatican Congregations, as an honorary member of
the Pontifical Academy of Theology, and as an honorary prelate.

He traveled frequently from Rome to various European countries, and to Mexico on one occasion, to spark the growth of
Opus Dei in those places. In 1974 and 1975, he made two long trips to a number of countries in Latin America, where he met
with large groups of people and spoke to them about their Christian vocation to holiness.

Msgr. Escriva died in Rome on June 26, 1975. By the time of his death, Opus Dei had begun in dozens of countries and had
touched countless lives. After his death thousands of people, including more than a third of the world's bishops, sent letters to
Rome asking the Pope to open his cause of beatification and canonization.

Pope John Paul Il beatified Msgr. Escriva on May 17, 1992, in St. Peter's Square in Rome. The ceremony was attended by
approximately 300,000 people. "With supernatural intuition," said the Pope in his homily, "Blessed Josemaria untiringly
preached the universal call to holiness and apostolate."”

Ten years later, on October 6, 2002, John Paul Il canonized the founder of Opus Dei in St. Peter's Square before a multi-
tude of people from more than 80 countries. In his discourse to those who attended the canonization, the Holy Father said that
"St. Josemaria was chosen by the Lord to proclaim the universal call to holiness and to indicate that everyday life, its customary
activities, are a path towards holiness. It could be said that he was the saint of the ordinary."

Source and Summit: Understanding the Eucharist

I am not old enough to remember the Latin Mass. Before Vatican Il, was the Mass always in Latin?

For many centuries, the Mass was in Latin, but prior to the 8th century, it was not. In the early Church, the Eucharist
was celebrated in the context of Jewish rituals and prayers, so obviously the language used was Hebrew and Ara-
maic. In the first centuries in Rome, Greek was the language used, but as Latin came to be more universally used by
clerics and the faithful, it gradually replaced Greek. In the rest of Europe, the local language was used. Latin became
the standard of the Mass around the 8th century, though a universal ritual was not established until the Council of
Trent, hence the Tridentine Mass.

The development of the ritual of the Mass is very interesting indeed. It is important to note that the essential elements
of the Mass were always present: readings from Scripture, the words of consecration, the use of bread and wine, and
Communion. It was at Trent that the prayers and rituals were standardized and remained unchanged for the 400
years before Vatican Il. A good history of the Church would be a great resource for more detailed information.
