Layers of Wisdom

There are so many different depths and types of wisdom in the world.

Here is a worldly example. It is from a cartoon in the New Yorker magazine
years ago that for some reason etched itself in my mind. A terribly decrepit old

man is sitting on the front porch as a very beautiful woman walks by on the

sidewalk. His mouth is hanging open. George Booth was the cartoonist, and of
course there was one of his flea-bitten dogs at the man’s feet.

His equally haggard wife is at the door with the screen pushed open just far
enough to take in this scene. She says to him, “Well whistle, you damn fool!”

These are words of everyday common sense instead of a rebuke.

Inthe Gospel, Jesus also uses the common sense kind. If you went out into a field, he says,
and saw a suspicious mound of earth, and you happened to dig it up, and you found there a
hidden treasure, as much gold as you could ever want, would you immediately tell everyone
about it?
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No, no, no. This is just the opposite of “Well whistle, you damn fool!” You would keep the
treasure a complete, deep, dark, fail-safe secret, you would re-bury the treasure and disguise
it so no one could tell anything was there, you would go sell as much of your goods as
needed and then you would buy the field. Now the treasure is yours and you can tell every-
one. “Look what | happened to find on my new property!”
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It makes sense. If you agree, then there is a question for you. Wouldn’t you do as much for
the kingdom of heaven. Jesus asks this (suddenly deepening the wisdom!). Well, hmmmm.
maybe that is worth some consideration.

As we might remember, Solomon the King was noted far and wide for his wise decisions. It is
said that the Queen of Sheba travels to him to get advice. How did he get so wise? Did he
just inherit it from his father, David? No, he prayed to God for a touching kind of wisdom

(First Reading ). Not to know how to increase his fortune or to be well-known or to have
power. He asks God for an understanding heart so that he will be able to rule God’s people
well. God is moved by this request and gives Solomon great practical wisdom so he can be on
the side of the people. How many leaders today even listen to the people, let alone listen with
understanding?
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Perhaps the deepest wisdom this Sunday is in the Second Reading. You or | have undoubt-
edly quoted the words, not remembering where they came from, “All things work for the

good [of] those who love God.” The older | get, the more true this seems. Even when dark-
ness and loss become our daily bread, still the love of God labors incessantly to bring out lar-
ger love, greater forgiveness, more acceptance of life and love even within pain. This is a wis-
dom all of us need every day.
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Sunday at Mass we can pay attention to any of these varieties of wisdom. The important
thing is not to just sit there and gape. Do what every other human being in the world would
do if they were given a glimpse into the kingdom.

The Eucharist and Sanctity
by Fr.

Why Do We Believe?

Why do we believe that the selfsame body that Christ had in His visible
stay on earth is the body, now glorified, we now worship and receive invisi-
bly on earth today? You see, Christ is on earth! The final reason is, of
course, because this is what He told us. What He said must be true because
Christ who is God cannot lie.

But why do we believe in terms of the promises He made? What bless-
ings and benefits did He assure those who believe in this Eucharistic Mys-
tery? All the blessings that Christ promised to those who believe in the Holy
Eucharist are summed up in His own masterful promise of life . Those who
believe will receive life and the life that He promised was zoé - the kind of
life that belongs to God, the kind of life that Father, Son and Holy Spirit
shared and interchanged from all eternity. Those who believe will receive
this life. Those who do not believe will die. What kind of life was Christ talk-
ing about? It must have been the supernatural life of grace in our souls, of
partaking or participation in His own divine life.

Suppose we go on asking a series of questions where the answer can be
yes or no:

? Isit possible for a person to be physically alive, but spiritually
dead? Yes or no? YES.

? Isit possible for a person to be just barely alive? Yes or no? YES.

? Isit possible for a person to be more alive than just scarcely
breathing supernaturally? Yes or no? YES

? lIsitfinally possible for a person to be very alive with divine grace,
vitally alive, brimming, tingling, vibrating, bursting with God's life in
his soul? Yes or no? An emphatic YES

This, in homely language, is what the Savior promised those who be-
lieved in His Real Presence. He assured them and, therefore, assures us,
that we shall be not only alive, but filled with His life, full to brimming and
flowing over with strength and power and wisdom and peace and all man-
ner of holiness. This is what sanctity is all about. It is the muchness of the
good things of God. It is the more and more and still more of the life of God
in our souls. More still, He promises that, provided that we believe in Him in
the Eucharist, He will sustain this life in our souls into eternity. In other
words, being alive now we shall never die. And most marvelous, He will
even make this life pour from our souls into our bodies risen from the grave
on the last day and glorified by the vision of God.

No wonder the Eucharist is called Panis Vitae , the Bread of Life. It is
that, and let us remind ourselves, and here is the condition, one condition,
that before we eat this bread with our lips, we take it by faith into our
hearts. Indeed, unless we first have faith, we shall, as Paul tells us, "eat it
to our malediction." Only believers can benefit from this Bread of Life, only
believers can profit from the Blessed Sacrament, and only believers can
grow in spirit by partaking of the Eucharist depending always on the meas-
ure of their faith. Those who believe deeply in the Real Presence will benefit
greatly from the Real Presence; those who believe weakly will also benefit
accordingly. The Eucharist is capable of working miracles in our lives. So it
can — after all, the Eucharist is Jesus. He worked — change the tense — He
works miracles, but as it depended then (remember, Christ could not work
miracles in certain places for lack of faith), the same now. It depends on
the depth and degree of our faith.

of Scranton is dependent upon all par-
ties meeting their obligations; parishes
with excess funds are obliged to deposit
them with the Diocese; the borrowing
parish must honor its commitment to
repay loans in a timely manner. The
Diocese must administer the Deposit
and Loan Fund to ensure that funds on
deposit are available when needed,
that interest is paid on such deposits,
and that debts fro funds borrowed are
satisfied.

Parishes also experience debt
because they cannot pay the bills for
clergy health care, pension and the
required property, liability, auto and
workers’ compensation insurance pre-
miums. When this occurs, these bills
must be paid; and, in certain situations,
they are, in fact, paid by the Diocese.
The Diocese should not be put in a posi-
tion where it is responsible for the bills of
parishes and Diocesan Institutions.
Therefore, when a parish becomes de-
linquent in interest, principal, health
care, pension and insurance payments,
a study must be conducted to deter-
mine the financial viability of the parish
or institution.

Over the years many parishes
have borrowed funds from the Deposit
and Loan Fund and have not been
able to meet their debt service. When
this situation occurs, it creates a prob-
lem for the Diocese since the Diocese
carries these as assets or loans receive-
able, on its balance sheet. If these loans
have not been serviced over a period of
years, the Diocese may be forced to
remove these non-performing assets
from its financial statements, thus erod-
ing the assets and in turn the net assets
(equity) of the Diocese. Such an erosion
of assets adversely affects the Diocesan
self-insurance program, the pension
programs of the Diocese and the Dioce-
san borrowing power.

The Diocese has made a com-
mitment to collect all outstanding debts
and to work with the parishes and par-
ish finance councils to develop a sound
financial recovery plan to prevent these
parishes from falling into financial insol-
vency.

THE EARLY YEARS
1811-1839

Like all of us, Peter Julian Eymard
[pronounced A-mard] was conditioned by his
cultural background as well as by the socio-
political milieu of his time. Life in France
during the first half of the nineteenth century
forms the backdrop against which to view
the gradual unfolding of Peter Julian's life
story.

Years earlier, the French Revolution of &

1789 had radically altered the political, legal,
social and religious structures of the country.
As a teenager, the industrial revolution was
changing the face of Europe. As a young
man Eymard witnessed the dawning of the
Age of Romanticism in art, music, and litera-
ture.

Peter Julian Eymard's road to the
priesthood, as well as his life as a priest,
was marked by the cross. In French society,
there was a strong anticlericalism. In addi-
tion, the Eymard family was poor and Peter
Julian's father was reluctant to give his
blessing to his son's choice of career. His
first attempt to attain priesthood ended be-
cause of serious illness. He tried again. On
July 20, 1834, at 23 years of age, Eymard
was ordained a priest for the Diocese of
Grenoble.

In Eymard's day there was a religious
movement called Jansenism. This move-
ment focused on the gravity of human sinful-
ness and as a consequence stressed our
unworthiness in the presence of a transcen-
dent and perfect Divinity. In his early years
as a seminarian and priest, Fr. Eymard was
influenced by this reparation spirituality and
he would struggle his whole life long to seek
that inner perfection that would enable him
to offer to God the gift of his entire self.

Perhaps it was the intensification of this
growing spiritual struggle along with Fr. Ey-
mard's desire to accomplish great things for
God that led him to enter religious life. On
August 20, 1839, Fr. Eymard became a
member of the Marist Congregation by pro-
fessing the vows of poverty, chastity, and
obedience.

THE MARIST YEARS
1839-1856

All his life Peter Julian had an intense
devotion to Mary, the Mother of God. He
knew about the apparition of Our Lady at La

Salette and enjoyed traveling to various
Marian shrines [throughout France]. It was
Eymard's apostolic work for the Society of
Mary that put him in contact with the various
currents of Eucharistic piety that were flow-
ing in the French Church.

Peter Julian, despite his poor physical
health, was an unusually energetic and
hardworking priest/religious. There was al-
ways an enduring desire to enter into con-
templation; but with his work, travel, writing,
preaching, spiritual direction, and responsi-
bilities as Marist provincial [superior], there
was neither the environment nor the time for
this desire to be fulfilled very frequently.

What did Fr. Eymard do as a Marist?

He was an outstanding organizer of lay so-
cieties, a zealous educator, a well-prepared
preacher, and a bit of a prophet to his fellow
priests and even to his religious superiors.
Fr. Eymard was quite successful at preach-
ing Eucharistic devotions, such as the Forty
Hours.

He asked his Superior General, Fr.
Jean-Claude Colin, for permission to write a
Eucharistic rule for the Third Order of Mary
of which, he, Peter Julian, was the director.
Fr. Colin said no. Nevertheless, the idea for
such a rule had already been written in the
mind and heart of Fr. Eymard.

THE S.S.S. YEARS
1856-1868

Founding the Congregation of the
Blessed Sacrament was not an easy task for
Fr. Eymard. In fact, responding to God's
Spirit as a founder involved him in relational
conflicts, personally embarrassing situations,
financial troubles, and physical exhaustion.
His first hurdle was getting the founding of

the Congregation approved by several local
bishops. When this approval came, Fr. Ey-
mard opened his first community on Rue
d'Enfer in Paris.

The work of preparation for First Com-
munion, especially among adults, was the
aspect of the new Eucharistic venture that
had interested the archbishop of Paris and
for which he had granted his approbation to
the new group founded by Eymard. Other
Eucharistic communities and organizations
were springing up throughout France but
Archbishop Sibour rightly perceived that
Eymard's intuition about the Eucharist was
not limited merely to the worship of the holy
sacrament but to actively reach out to those
who were estranged from the church and to
evangelize them. Father Eymard directed his
ministry firstly to the children and young
workers that made up a large segment of the
labor force of Paris.

No sooner did he attract a few men to
join him than he had to close this house and
move to another location. This happened
twice within the span of a few years. These
early Eymardian communities were so poor
that on several occasions a neighboring
convent of sisters fed the fathers and broth-
ers. Not being able to provide the basics of
food and shelter did not help Fr. Eymard
attract vocations.

"GIFT OF SELF"

As early as 1845, Eymard began to
move away from a spirituality of reparation
toward a spirituality of Christ-centered love.
Three years prior to his death, Fr. Eymard
made a long retreat in Rome. During this
retreat, he was powerfully struck by the force
of Christ's love within him - a love he felt
taking over his whole person.

Anticipating the renewal of the Church
brought about by Vatican Councils | and II,
Eymard had a vision of priests, deacons,
sisters, and lay people living lives of total
dedication to the spiritual values that are
celebrated and contemplated in the Eucha-
ristic celebration and in prayer before the
Blessed Sacrament.
