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Against the Evidence

This Sunday we will hear the wonderful story of Jesus walking on water. This
miraculous event is mainly what we will remember, together with Peter sinking
into the water when he tried the same thing. But there is another very interesting
spiritual dimension that I would like to suggest.

What do you think was going on in Jesus’ own heart and soul during these
events?

Remember the Gospel from last Sunday? Jesus was pressed into service, preach-
ing to the multitude and miraculously feeding them, but his initial desire had been
to be by himself so that he could tend to his own grief. He had just been told of
the death of John the Baptist and apparently it hit him hard. He had gotten into a boat and had
rowed to what he thought would be a deserted place. But the crowd got there first and instead of
quiet time for prayer and grief, Jesus had hour after hour of healing and curing.

Then comes the story for this Sunday. Jesus finally sends the crowd away. But besides that, he
does one other thing that is very telling: he “made the disciples get into a boat and precede him
to the other side.” In other words, he still wants to be alone. He wants to process the death of
John the Baptist. So he goes up on the mountainside to pray.

It is by now evening, the Gospel says, and Jesus prays into the night, even with gusty wind com-
ing up. I wonder what his prayer was like?

He had studied the scriptures since his youth. Is it too fanciful to think that the story in our First
Reading came into his mind? There the prophet Elijah was up on a mountain-side, and there too,
a heavy wind came up. The Lord was not in the wind, we are told in the reading. Nor in the
earthquake that followed. Nor in the fire that came next. The Lord God was in the “tiny whisper-
ing sound” that followed (a better translation of these words is “a still, small voice™).

Jesus on the mountaintop heard. His great trust in his Abba ( = daddy or much loved parent)
opened his ears. Perhaps Abba assured him that a human being has to rely on God even against
the evidence, even when it seems that tragedy has the upper hand. This is not a blind trust, not a
sheeer act of the will, but a quiet memory of God’s faithful love even when events like the death
of a great friend seem to contradict it.

This appears to be counter-intuitive. How could death support trust in God any more than water
could support human footsteps?

But Jesus does walk on water. He rejoins the disciples. On the mountainside he might have re-
membered that his Abba will never desert those who have opened to the Spirit of trust. If you or
I ever depend on God in this way, it does truly feel as if we have left the ground and are walking
on liquid.

Peter gets this feeling and takes back his trust in Jesus. He starts to sink. Let this lesson be ours
as we worship this Sunday. We only begin to sink when we lose our faith in the source of hope
and love and promise.
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Prayers Before Mass

When we enter the church, we come into the
Presence of the Living God. Take the time before
Mass to place yourself in His Presence and to ask
for His Mercy for your sins and those of the
whole world, that the Sacrifice of the Mass may
not be offered in vain.

The Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist
by Fr. John A. Hardon, S.J.

When Pope Paul VI published his now historic Encyclical Mysterium Fidei on the Real
Presence, he reminded especially us priests, that there is a crisis of faith regarding the
Eucharist and that Catholics had better awaken to the fact. Otherwise they are liable to
be swept off their feet by subtle theology and their faith in the Eucharist will be weak-
ened - if not destroyed - by current assaults on this cardinal mystery of Catholic Christi-
anity.

Somewhere near the center of the theological controversy about which the Pope
warned us is precisely the question that no Catholic should raise, namely, "Is the Holy
Eucharist Presence or Reality, or is it, as the Church teaches us, Presence and Reality?"

There is more at stake here than meets the eye.

My purpose will be to defend the following thesis: that the Holy Eucharist is Jesus
Christ, who is in the Blessed Sacrament both as Reality and as Presence. He is in the
Eucharist as Reality because the Eucharist is Jesus Christ. He is in the Eucharist as Pres-
ence because through the Eucharist He affects us and we are in contact with Him - de-
pending on our faith and devotion to the Savior living really in our midst.

Eucharist as Reality

There have been before modern times two major crises of faith in the Real Presence
in Catholic history.

The first crisis occurred in the early Middle Ages when theological speculators,
mainly in France, raised doubts about the reality of the Blessed Sacrament. The first
crisis reached a peak in the person of one Berengarius of Tours who died in 1088 A.D.

Berengarius denied the possibility of substantial change in the elements of bread
and wine and refused to admit that the body of Christ exists corporeally on the altar. His
argument was that Christ cannot be brought down from heaven before the Last Judg-
ment. He held that Christ's body, which exists only in heaven, is effective for humanity
through its sacramental counterpart or type and that Christ therefore is not really in the
Eucharist except, as he said, ideally.

Pope Gregory VII ordered Berengarius to subscribe to a profession of faith that has
become the cornerstone of Catholic Eucharistic piety. It was the Church's first definitive
statement of what had always been believed but not always so clearly understood. It is a
declaration of faith in the Eucharist as unquestionable and objective and unqualified Re-
ality.

"I believe in my heart and openly profess that the bread and wine

placed upon the altar are, by the mystery of the sacred prayer and the

words of the Redeemer, substantially changed into the true and life-
giving flesh and blood of Jesus Christ our Lord, and that after the con-
secration there is present the true body of Christ which was born of the

Virgin and offered up for the salvation of the world, hung on the cross

and now sits at the right hand of the Father, and that there is present

the true blood of Christ which flowed from His side. They are present
not only by means of a sign and of the efficacy of the sacrament, but
also in the very reality and truth of their nature and substance."

Words could not be clearer. If reality means actuality, and if actuality means objec-
tivity, then the Catholic faith believes that the Christ who is in the Eucharist is the Christ
of history, the one who was conceived at Nazareth, born at Bethlehem, died and rose
from the dead at Jerusalem, and is now seated at the right hand of God, the Father Al-
mighty. It is the Christ who will call us when we pass out of time into eternity. It is the
Christ who will appear at the end of the world to judge the living and the dead. It is the
Christ who is the Omega of the universe and the goal of human destiny.

Five centuries after Berengarius arose the second crisis of faith in the Eucharist at
the time of the Protestant Reformation. Again, much the same objections were raised
and theories disseminated as in the Berengarian controversy. And once again the Church
countered at the Council of Trent to revindicate the Reality of the Christ who is in the
Blessed Sacrament.

The Trindentine proposition of faith is not unlike that required of Berengarius a half
millennium before. "The holy council teaches," declared Trent, "and openly and straight-
forwardly professes that in the Blessed Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist after the conse-
cration of the bread and wine, our Lord Jesus Christ, true God and true man, is truly,
really and substantially contained under the perceptible species of bread and wine." But
then Trent added, with characteristic vigor, that this is the plain meaning of Christ's
words when at the Last Supper He said, "This is My body. This is the chalice of My
blood." Consequently the faithful were told "it is an infamy that contentious evil men
should distort these words into fanciful, imaginary figures of speech that deny the truth
about the body and blood of Christ, contrary to the universal understanding of the
Church."

The Reality of Christ in the Eucharist therefore is no figure of speech. It is no fanci-
ful rhetoric. It is, in the clearest words that can be expressed, the Incarnation extended
into space and time. It is literally the Emmanuel made flesh - the God-man who is here
and now living in our midst.

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Questions and Answers about
Diocesan Finances

How does the Diocese have the right
to collect a monetary assessment
from a parish?

According to the Code of Canon Law,
the Bishop has the right to impose a
moderate tax on parishes subject to his
authority. This tax, which should be
proportionate to a parish’s income, is for
diocesan needs and may be imposed
only after hearing the diocesan finance
council and the priests’ council. The
Diocese of Scranton like all other Dio-
ceses throughout the United States re-
lies on the generosity of parishioners fro
financial support for the complete array
of services offered to parishes and di-
ocesan institutions. In addition to the
agencies and offices of the Diocese
which receive financial support, do-
nated monies are used for the educa-
tion of seminarians, the care of aged
and infirm clergy, diocesan obligations
to the Church in this country and
throughout the world and for needs of
the poor.

Some diocese assess parishes at a rate
up to 25% of their total income. The
rate of assessment for parishes within
the Diocese of Scranton is 9.5%. It is only
because of the success of the Diocesan
Annual Appeal that the rate has been
able to remain constant. The Diocese in
itself generates very little income. It is
dependent upon parishes to provide the
financial support required to continue
the mission of the Church.

In addition to assessments, my parish
pays other bills to the Diocese. What are
these extra costs?

Among other operational costs borne
by every parish there are the costs for
clergy health insurance and pension,
property liability and workers compen-
sation insurance. Self-insurance pro-
grams and pension plans have been
established by the Diocese to keep these
costs as minimal as possible. Bills paid to
the Diocese by parishes are to meet
these operational costs.

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Saint of the Week

“This great company
spurs us on to Victory...”

Maximilian Kolbe (January 8,
1894—August 14, 1941), also known as
Maksymilian or Massimiliano Maria
Kolbe and "Apostle of Consecration to
Mary," born as Rajmund Kolbe , was a
Polish Conventual Franciscan friar who
volunteered to die in place of a stranger in
the Nazi Concentration Camp of Ausch-
witz (Oswieczim) in Poland.

He was canonized by the Catholic
Church as Saint Maximilian Kolbe on Oc-
tober 10, 1982 by Pope John Paul Il and
declared a martyr of charity. He is the
patron saint of drug addicts, political pris-
oners, families, journalists,' prisoners! and
the pro-life movement. Pope John Paul Il
declared him the "The Patron Saint of Our
Difficult Century"

Early Life

Maximilian Kolbe was born in Janu-
ary 1894 in Zdunska Wola, which was at
that time part of Russian Empire. Maximil-
ian was the second son of Julius Kolbe
and Maria Dabrowska. His father was an
ethnic German and his mother of Polish
origins. He had four brothers, Francis,
Joseph, Walenty (who lived a year) and
Andrew (who lived 4 years). His parents
moved to Pabianice, where they worked
first as basket weavers. Later his mother
worked as a midwife (often donating her
services), and owned a shop in part of her
rented house which sold groceries and
household goods. Julius Kolbe worked at
the Krushe and Ender Mill and also
worked on rented land where he grew
vegetables. In 1914 Julius joined Jozef
Pilsudski’'s Polish Legions and was cap-
tured by the Russians for fighting for the
independence of a partitioned Poland.

Religious Aspiriations

In 1907 Kolbe and his elder brother
Francis decided to join the Conventual
Franciscans. They illegally crossed the
border between Russia and Austria-
Hungary and joined the Conventual Fran-
ciscan minor seminary in Lwow. In 1910
Kolbe was allowed to enter the Novitiate.
He professed his first vows in 1911,
adopting the name Maximilian, and the
perpetual vows in 1914, in Rome, adopt-
ing the names Maximilian Maria, to show
his veneration of the Blessed Virgin Mary.

In 1912 he was sent to Krakow, and
in the same year to a college in Rome.
where he studied philosophy, theology,
mathematics and physics He earned a

doctorate in philosophy in 1915 at the
Pontifical Gregorian University and the
doctorate in theology in 1919 at the Pon-
tifical University of St Bonaventure. During
his time as a student, he witnessed vehe-
ment demonstrations against Popes St.
Pius X and Benedict XV in Rome and was
inspired to organize the Militia Immaculata
or Army of Mary, to work for conversion of
sinners and the enemies of the Catholic
Church through the intercession of the
Virgin Mary. The Immaculata friars utilized
the most modern printing and administra-
tive techniques in publishing catechetical
and devotional tracts, a daily newspaper
with a circulation of 230,000 and a
monthly magazine with a circulation of
over one million.

Missionary Zeal

In 1918 Kolbe was ordained to the
priesthood. In 1919 he returned to the
newly independent Poland, where he was
very active in promoting the veneration of
the Immaculate Virgin Mary, founding and
supervising the monastery of Niepo-
kalanow near Warsaw a seminary, a radio
station and several other organizations
and publications. Between 1930 and 1936
he took a series of missions to Japan
where he founded a monastery at the
outskirts of Nagasaki, a Japanese paper
and a seminary. The monastery he
founded remains prominent in the Roman
Catholic Church in Japan. Kolbe decided
to build the monastery on a mountain side
that, according to Shinto beliefs, was not
the side best suited to be in tune with na-
ture. When the atomic bomb was dropped
on Nagasaki, Kolbe's monastery was
saved because the blast of the bomb hit

the other side of the mountain, which took
the main force of the blast. Had Kolbe
built the monastery on the preferred side
of mountain as he was advised, his work
and all of his fellow monks would have
been destroyed.

Auschwitz

During the Second World War, he
provided shelter to refugees from Greater
Poland, including 2,000 Jews whom he
hid from Nazi persecution in his friary in
Niepokalanow. He was also active as a
radio amateur with Polish call letters
SP3RN, vilifying Nazi activities through
his reports.

On February 17, 1941 he was ar-
rested by the German Gestapo and im-
prisoned in the Pawiak prison, and on
May 25 was transferred to Auschwitz | as
prisoner #16670.

In July 1941 a man from Kolbe's bar-
racks vanished, prompting SS-
Hauptsturmfuhrer, Karl Fritzsch, the dep-
uty camp commander, to pick 10 men
from the same barracks to be starved to
death in Block 13 (notorious for torture), in
order to deter further escape attempts.
(The man who had disappeared was later
found drowned in the camp latrine). One
of the selected men, Franciszek Ga-
jowniczek cried out, lamenting his family,
and Kolbe volunteered to take his place.

During the time in the cell he led the
men in songs and prayer. After three
weeks of dehydration and starvation, only
Kolbe and three others were still alive.
Finally he was murdered with an injection
of carbolic acid.

Canonization

Father Kolbe was beatified as a con-
fessor by Pope Paul VI in 1971 and was
canonized by Pope John Paul Il on Octo-
ber 10, 1982 in the presence of Fran-
ciszek Gajowniczek. Upon canonization,
the Pope declared St. Maximilian Kolbe
not a confessor, but a martyr.

Although the canonization of St.
Maximilan Kolbe is uncontroversial, his
recognition as a martyr is, given that a
Christian Martyr is one who is killed in
odium Fidei (hatred for the Faith), and
Kolbe wasn't assassinated strictly out of
hatred for the Faith.

He is one of ten 20th-century martyrs
from across the world who are depicted in
statues above the Great West Door of
Westminster Abbey, London.
