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On previous Sundays Jesus has been curing people. Yet an odd thing happens in each 
case. He tells them, “Your faith has saved you.”

Which is it? Quite obviously Jesus does the healing, so why does he say their faith did it. 
Why didn’t he just say “Go in peace, I have healed you”?

Let us seek the answer in Sunday’s Gospel. I will tell it as a storyteller might.

Jesus is in Caesarea Philippi and the disciples are just back from their mission of preach-
ing. Jesus asks them who the people think he is. He is measuring the faith-status in the 
regions around him.

The disciples laugh boyishly, and give the answers they have heard, answers they regard 
as absurd.

“Believe it or not, some think you are John the Baptist returned from the dead!”

“The ones I talked to said you were the prophet Elijah! It was hilarious!”

“A few of them said you are Jeremiah or one of the other prophets! They just don’t know what to make of 
you.” Laughter all around.

But Jesus had thrown a curve ball when he asked the question, and now it crosses the plate. He says 
abruptly, “And what about you? Who do you say I am?”

Eyes wander, laughter becomes a cough, feet scuff. The disciples’ faith is still young and perhaps they are 
confused about it, not to mention the fact that they have never been required to profess it out loud.
Red faces.

But Peter is bold. Walking on water figuratively this time, he stammers out his best answer. “You. . . you 
are . . . the Christ, the. . . Son of . . . You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.”

Silence and then nods and relief all around.

“Simon, how great is your faith,” Jesus replies. “Whatever you open with this faith will stay open. Whatever 
your faith shuts will remain shut, not only here but in heaven.” A high compliment to Peter’s tottering belief 
status. And the end of this tale.

What does this story tell us?

In our Gospel account, Jesus is seeking a two-way relationship between himself and the disciples, not just 
one-way. He wants them to relate to the fullness of who he is. Besides being a charismatic leader or a good 
friend, he is the very reality of God’s love, present in the world, wide open to loving them. He is working 
toward a mutual love-relationship in which the disciples, or any beloved, opens up his or her heart and lets 
the Godly lover in.

The name of that openness to God’s love is “faith.”

How does this apply to “Your faith has saved you”? The people Jesus cures have opened themselves and 
have at least a beginning relationship with Jesus as the Messiah. Healing is at last able to take root. Jesus’ 
cures are never just a matter of him acting on his own, like a mechanic smoothing out a creased fender. 
They are love being given and love being received.

So, in fact, their faith has in fact saved them. The healing power of Jesus could never get to them unless 
the open heart named “faith” were not in them.

Think of how this applies to Mass and opening ourselves to the body of Christ..

The Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist
by Fr. John A. Hardon, S.J.

Eucharist as Presence
This brings us to the second dimension of our 
subject: the Eucharist as Presence.

The moment we hear the word "Presence" we 
think of a personal relationship between two or 
more people. We are present to someone or 
someone is present to us when we are aware of 
them and they of us; when we have them on our 
minds and hearts, as they think of us and sense 
a kinship and affection for us.

We are not exactly present to stones and trees 
nor they to us. So that presence implies rational 
beings.

Presence, as such, also transcends space and 
time. St. Paul or St. Augustine may be present 
to me although they are long since dead and 
although they are not physically where I am 
physically. They can be present to me mentally, 
volitionally, or as we say spiritually.

She can be in New York and he in San Francisco. 
Yet as soon (and as often) as he thinks of her with love, she is present to him. 
And whenever she does the same he is present to her, reaching over the dis-
tance of miles and irrespective of the fact that neither of them is where the 
other is in body. No matter - they are with each other in spirit.

Presence therefore does not deny physical reality, because two people can 
be both near to each other in body and intimately united in spirit. But neither 
does presence require nearness in body. It rather stresses intimacy of mind and 
heart.

Herein lies at once the dignity and danger of some current theories about 
the Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist. There are those who laudably em-
phasize the subjective aspect of Christ's presence but at the expense of the ob-
jective reality.

Let me not be misunderstood. There is great need, even crucial need, to 
talk about and act upon the awareness of Christ in the Eucharist and to raise our 
sentiments of love toward Him. But this cannot be at the expense of ignoring or 
transmitting the prior fact that Christ is actually in the Eucharist, that in the 
words of the Church's solemn teaching He is "contained under the perceptible 
species of bread and wine." What was bread and wine after the words of conse-
cration is no longer bread and wine but a living, physical, bodily - in a word, the 
real - Jesus Christ.

We might then say that the Eucharistic Presence of Christ is at once a real-
ity and a relationship. It is a reality because Christ really is in the Eucharist. So 
that the Real Presence of Christ postulates on faith the real absence of bread 
and wine. He is now where before the consecration were  bread and wine. They 
are gone and He is there. What before was real bread and wine is now only the 
external properties of bread and wine. He is here in the Eucharist truly present. 
They are no longer present but only their species or, as we say, appearances.

Transubstantiation is a fact of faith and all the twisted criticism of the 
Church's doctrine as being Hellenistic or Aristotelian is learned naiveté. For the 
soul that believes, this is no Hellenism or philosophical terminology. It is the 
expression of truth. In Greek equivalents the words of institution institute a 
meta-ousiosis . The ousia or being of bread and wine become the ousia or being 
of what constitutes Jesus Christ - body, blood, soul and divinity. In a word, in 
the Eucharist is present the totus Christus  just as truly as He was present on 
earth in Palestine and as He is now in heaven. It is the total Christ in the full-
ness of what makes Christ Christ with no objective difference between who He 
was then (in the first century on earth) and who He is now (in the twentieth 
century on earth). Jesus Christ is [in New York] as He is also everywhere where 
a duly ordained priest has changed bread and wine into the body and blood of 
the Savior.

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Augustine was, by descent, a Berber
[7] , a major ethnic group native to North 
Africa comprising the Numidians and 
Mauri. He was born in 354 A.D.  in Tagaste 
(present-day Souk Ahras , Algeria ), a pro-
vincial Roman city in North Africa. [8]  At the 
age of 11, Augustine was sent to school at 
Madaurus , a small Numidian city about 19 
miles south of Tagaste noted for its pagan 
climate. There he became very familiar 
with Latin literature , as well as pagan be-
liefs and practices . [9]  In 369 and 370, he 
remained at home. During this period he 
read Cicero 's dialogue Hortensius , which 
he described as leaving a lasting impres-
sion on him and sparking his interest in 
philosophy . [8]  At age seventeen, through 
the generosity of a fellow citizen Roma-
nianus , [8]  he went to Carthage  to continue 
his education in rhetoric. His revered 
mother, Monica, [10]  was a Berber  and a 
devout Catholic, and his father, Patricius , 
a pagan . Although raised as a Catholic, 
Augustine left the Church to follow the 
controversial Manichaean  religion, much 
to the despair of his mother. As a youth 
Augustine lived a hedonistic lifestyle for a 
time and, in Carthage, he developed a 
relationship with a young woman, named 
Floria Aemilia, who would be his concubine
for over fifteen years. During this period 
he had a son, Adeodatus , [11]  with the 
young woman. During the years 373 and 
374, Augustine taught grammar at Ta-
gaste. The following year, he moved to 
Carthage to conduct a school of rhetoric
there, and would remain there for the 
next nine years . [8]  Disturbed by the unruly 
behaviour of the students in Carthage, in 
383 he moved to Rome to establish a 
school there, where he believed the best 
and brightest rhetoricians practiced. How-
ever, Augustine was disappointed with the 
Roman schools, which he found apathetic. 
Once the time came for his students to 
pay their fees they simply fled. 
Manichaean friends introduced him to the 
prefect of the City of Rome, Symmachus , 
who had been asked to provide a profes-
sor of rhetoric for the imperial court at 
Milan .

The young provincial won the job and 
headed north to take up his position in 
late 384 . At age thirty, Augustine had won 
the most visible academic chair in the 
Latin world, at a time when such posts 
gave ready access to political careers. 
However, he felt the tensions of life at an 
imperial court, lamenting one day as he 
rode in his carriage to deliver a grand 
speech before the emperor, that a 
drunken beggar he passed on the street 
had a less careworn existence than he did.

It was at Milan that Augustine's life 

changed. While still at Carthage, he had 
begun to move away from Manichaeism, 
in part because of a disappointing meeting 
with a key exponent of Manichaean theol-
ogy. In Rome, he is reported to have com-
pletely turned away from Manichaeanism, 
and instead embraced the skepticism  of 
the New Academy movement. At Milan, 
his mother Monica  pressured him to be-
come a Catholic. Augustine's own studies 
in Neoplatonism  were also leading him in 
this direction, and his friend Simplicianus 
urged him that way as well . [8]  But it was 
the bishop of Milan, Ambrose , who had 
most influence over Augustine. Ambrose 
was a master of rhetoric like Augustine 
himself, but older and more experienced.

Augustine's mother had followed him 
to Milan and he allowed her to arrange a 
society marriage, for which he abandoned 
his concubine (however he had to wait 
two years until his fiancée came of age; 
he promptly took up in the meantime with 
another woman). It was during this period 
that he uttered his famous prayer, "Grant 
me chastity and continence, but not 
yet" ( da mihi castitatem et continentiam, 
sed noli modo ) . [12]

In the summer of 386 , after having 
read an account of the life of Saint An-
thony of the Desert  which greatly inspired 
him, Augustine underwent a profound 
personal crisis and decided to convert to 
Catholic Christianity, abandon his career 
in rhetoric, quit his teaching position in 
Milan, give up any ideas of marriage, and 
devote himself entirely to serving God and 
the practices of priesthood , which included 
celibacy . Key to this conversion was the 
voice of an unseen child he heard while in 
his garden in Milan telling him in a sing-
song voice to tolle lege  ("take up and 
read"). He grabbed the nearest text to 
him, which was Paul's Epistle to the Ro-
mans  and opened it at random to 13:13-
14, which read: "Let us walk honestly, as 
in the day; not in rioting and drunken-
ness, not in chambering and wantonness, 

not in strife and envying; but put on the 
Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision 
for the flesh, to gratify its desires. " [13]  He 
would detail his spiritual journey in his 
famous Confessions , which became a clas-
sic of both Christian theology and world 
literature. Ambrose baptized Augustine, 
along with his son, Adeodatus, on Easter
Vigil in 387  in Milan , and soon thereafter 
in 388  he returned to Africa . [8]  On his way 
back to Africa his mother died, as did his 
son soon after, leaving him alone in the 
world without family.

Upon his return to north Africa he 
sold his patrimony and gave the money to 
the poor. The only thing he kept was the 
family house, which he converted into a 
monastic  foundation for himself and a 
group of friends . [8]  In 391  he was or-
dained  a priest  in Hippo Regius  (now An-
naba , in Algeria ). He became a famous 
preacher  (more than 350 preserved ser-
mons are believed to be authentic), and 
was noted for combating the Manichaean 
religion, to which he had formerly ad-
hered.

In 396  he was made coadjutor bishop
of Hippo (assistant with the right of suc-
cession on the death of the current 
bishop), and became full bishop shortly 
thereafter. He remained in this position at 
Hippo until his death in 430 . Augustine 
worked tirelessly in trying to convince the 
people of Hippo, who were diverse racial 
and religious group, to convert to the 
Catholic faith. He left his monastery, but 
continued to lead a monastic life in the 
episcopal residence. He left a Rule ( Latin , 
Regula ) for his monastery that has led 
him to be designated the " patron saint  of 
Regular Clergy ", that is, Clergy  who live 
by a monastic rule .

Augustine died on August 28 , 430
during the siege of Hippo by the Vandals . 
On his death bed he was read the Enneads
of Plotinus . He is said to have encouraged 
its citizens to resist the attacks, primarily 
on the grounds that the Vandals adhered 
to Arianism , a heterodox branch of Christi-
anity. It is also said that he died just as 
the Vandals were tearing down the city 
walls of Hippo.

After conquering the city, the Vandals 
destroyed all of it but Augustine's cathe-
dral and library, which they left un-
touched. Tradition indicates that his body 
was later moved to Pavia , where it is said 
to remain to this day . [8]
