ARTS COUNCIL ACCOUNTING

     In recent days there has been 
much focus on the Arts Council. It is 
amazing to hear the stories that cir-
culate on the mountain—most of 
which are based on half-truths or 
misquotes. This creates a very diffi-
cult relationship within the parish 
community for the pastor and his 
parishioners and also between the 
parishioners themselves. Here is an 
accounting of the proceeds of the 
Arts Council for the three years that 
Fr. Ken has been here:

Oklahoma                1,841.40

Fiddler on the Roof             1,291.65

Something’s Afoot      335.40

Total Proceeds $7,632.57

$7,632.57/3= $2,544.19

1/3 of the Proceeds go to Charity

To date, $2,615.00 was donated to 
various charities in the area, includ-
ing the Red Cross Flood Relief in 
2006.

1/3 of the Proceeds comes to the 
parish. To date the Parish has re-
ceive donations from the Arts council 
for the Paschal Candle, chairs and 
kneelers for the chapel, various 
Christmas Decorations (nativity set), 
choir books, Keyboard, and plans are 
underway to have the hall painted in 
the near future, subsidized by the 
arts council. Total donations to the 
parish over the three year period 
equal $2,544.19.

1/3 of the proceeds are retained 
by the Arts Council for the pur-
chase of equipment and as capital for 
future productions. To date, the Arts 
Council has accrued $2,451.18 from 
the proceeds of their various produc-
tions. 

    In addition, the Arts Council also 
retains any donations that come di-
rectly to the Arts Council (not associ-
ated with any of the plays) and the 
rebate money that comes from the 
various Theatrical Companies from 
which the royalties for the various 
plays are purchased. To date, the 
Arts Council Balance is $4,072.31. 

     Chris Lake, Martina Lingobardo 
and all the members of the Arts 
Council are to be commended for 
their hard work and dedication 
through the years in support of the 
various ministries of St. Martin’s Par-
ish.
